B, REPORT ON FLOODING CONDITIONS THROUGHOUT CITY, JUNE 25, 1968

In anticipation of many questions, City Manager Dinan prepared a
rather extensive report on the record flooding conditions which
occurred in the City on June 25, 1968. He commented that the rain
gauge at Oakland County Department of Public Works at Telegraph &
Orchard Lake Roads showed precipitation of 4,75 inches in 6,1/2
hours time, which established a record that has not been surpassed
since the rain records began in the Detroit area in 1900.

City Manager Dinan stated that there were other factors which
intensified the flood conditions, one of them being a large tree
that was uprooted and lodged in one of the culverts under I-96
Expressway east of Nine Mile Road. The blockage reduced the
capacity of culvert.under the stream by almost 50% of its flow
and intensified the backing up of the stream throughout the Rouge
River valley. :

There were also two very severe flooding conditions.in the Alta
.Loma Subdivision and in the Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision. The
problem in the Alta Loma Subdivision was attributed to the poor
conditions of drainage ditching on Gill Road, causing the storm
waters from Woodcroft Subdivision to flow across Gill Road into
Alta Loma Street through the subdivision to Moore Street. Imn
addition the entire Alta Loma older section of the subdivision
sanitary system enters a combination storm system, and with the
overflowing of the Rouge River there was no immediate outlet for
‘these sewers, causing a’backup in the entire system. It was also
discovered the severe surface drainage was entering the sanitary
system through manhole covers, drail tile tied in the sanitary
system and infiltration through damaged sewer crock.



COUNCIIL, PROCEEDINGS = 3 =

The paving contractor on Cass Court and Moore Drive had
damaged existing sanitary manholes leaving large openings

in the side of these manholes that were being deluged with
surface water, thus over capacitating the sanitary system

on these two streets. City Manager Dinan stated that he

did not know if these streets would have been flooded if
these manholes had been properly secured, but he did know this
certainly increased the amount of flooding that did occur.

Flooding in the Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision was caused by many
similar factors that affected the flooding in Alta Loma Park
Subdivision. A tremendous amount of surface water was coming
across Ten Mile Road from Farmington Township at Broadview and
Power Road entering the subdivision on Marblehead, this-:then,
placed a tremendous pressure on the storm system within the
subdivision.

At this point, Mr. King Gates of 34100 Moore Drive showed the
Council and audience slides that he had taken, which showed
the extreme flooding conditions at Gill Road and Alta Loma,
and down parts of Moore Drive, Among the citizens present who
raised questions on the flood conditions were:

Mr. Edgar Mosshamer of 34042 Moore Drive
Mr. John Richardson of 34069 Alta Loma
Mrs. Lenore Gildemeister of 33639 State
Mr. Ray Belcher of 31553 Marblehead

Mr. Richard Tupper of 23180 Cass

In answer to their many and varied questions, City Manager Dinan
told them that we must improve the open drainage ditching on

Gill Road from Woodcroft Subdivision to Freedom Drive and west

on Freedom Drive with proper storm outlets. He believes that if
the surface waters can be properly diverted from Woodcroft

section then the majority of the problems in Alta Loma Subdivisions
with a high concentration and intensified surface water would be
eliminated.

City Manager Dinan told the assembly that our City Engineers
are making a study of a possible diversion to eliminate the
surface water problem which has occurred during intense storm
periods. He anticipates having-the engineers develop plans so
they are in a position to initiate a widening and deepening of
the ditching on Gill Road and Freedom Drive within the next 60
days.
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City Manager Dinan also stated he is having the City Engineers
investigate the possibility of diverting excessive storm water
from north of Ten Mile Road that naturally flows into the Bel-
Aire Subdivision. 1In connection with the Bel-Aire internmal .
system, he is also attemptlng to tlghten up on the infiltration
of surface water into the sanitary system through the c1031ng
of openings in manhole covers in the system. The City Engineers
are also going to look at the present method of outlets into the
Rouge River to see whether there is some bypass that can be
utilized in discharging storm-water into the stream when the
existing outlets are fully submerged during stream overflow
periods.

At the conclusion of the questions and answers, Mayor Brotherton
thanked the citizens for their comments, their assistance, and
their patience.

Mr. Bob Witt of 31528 Marblehead produced a petition containing 298 signatures
whih read "We the people of Bel-Aire, request the City of Farmington to take
immediate actlon to prevent sewage from backing up into our basements every
time it rains.'

City Manager Dinan.stated that it was pointed out by the Road Commission that
they have two 30" culverts going under Ten Mile Road west of Broadview and
entering into the Bel-Aire storm system with only a 30" sewer outlet. It was
their conclusion that this is a critical area, and cannot be handled internagdy
by the City, but should be referred to the Oakland County Drain Commission i
under Chapter 20 for permanent relief through the construction of an .
Oakland County Storm Drain for Farmington Township and the City of Farmington.

City Manager Dinan told the Council that the City Engineers, after a
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survey of the area felt that although the sanitary and storm sewers are
separated in the Bel Aire Hills Subdivision, there is definite infiltration
of storm water into the sanitary system, primarily from the drain tile around
the perimeter of each basement, and by storm water infiltrating through tops
of the sanitary manhole covers when the surface water extends beyond the -
curb surface in the streets. The Engineers felt that with the extensive
field work ‘required to complete this study, it would probably be a minimum
of 60 days before a report could be developed for review by the City Council.
City Manager Dinan recommended that the City Council request the Oakland
County Road Commission to disconnect their direct commection into the City's
storm water system on Ten Mile Road west of Powers Road to help alleviate
this situation,

Motion by Seibert, seconded by Yoder that the City Manager be instructed to
establish a meeting as soon as possible between Farmington Township and the
Oakland County Drain Office for the purpose of resolving these drainage
problems. Motion carried, all ayes. -

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PROGRESS REPORT ON RELIEF OF FLOODING CONDITIONS IN BEL-AIRE HILLS SUB.
City Manager Dinan reported that he had met with the Oakland County Drain
Commissioner, The Farmington Township Supervisor and their consulting .. l

engineer, and the City's city engineer in an effort to develop some long
range plans for permanent relief of surface water drainage crossing Ten
Mile Road west of Broadview in Farmington Township, which has caused
water damage in the Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision. Mr. Dinan told the City
Council that the Oakland County Drain Commissioner had stated it was not
in the province of the Drain Commissioner to initiate the drain improvements
within a drainage district, but was that of the local govermmental bodies.
He stated. that.any project that would. be. developed jointly by the Township
and the City would have to come under Chapter 20 Act 40 of Public Acts 1956
and would have to be financed on a City and Township at large basis. The Drain
Commissioner pointed out that this existing water course that runs southeasterly
from Eleven Mile to Ten Mile Roads crossing Ten Mile Road west of Broadview
was not a County drain, but a natural water course, and if any improvements
were to be made, it would require obtaining necessary drain easements for
construction and installation of drain enclosure, which could be time
consuming and expensive,

|
City Manager Dinan told the City Council that the Farmington Township
Supervisor had stated they have several critical areas in PFarmington Township
on surface water runoff, and they could not single out this project without
developing a master plan for storm water drainage, and establishing a prioritg
plus implementation of some type of financing program. The Farmington .
Township Supervisor said he was going to recommend to the Township Board
of Trustees that they should authorize their consulting engineers to work
on a master plan for the surface water drainage so that a priority list of
projects could be ascertained for future construction.

The following residents of Farmington who were present at the meeting were
interested in information pertaining to the flooding in Bel-Aire Hills Sub-
division; Mr. Ford L. Coreman of 23857 Colchester, Mr. Albert A. Darian
31983 Lamar Drive and Mr, Robert Witt of 31528 Marblehead. City Manager
Dinan told them he expected to receive a report from Pate Hirn & Bogue,
consulting engineers relative to an analysis of the proposal to put storm
water restrictions through the use of covers on existing catch basins in the
Bel Aire Hills Subdivision as requested by the City Council at their last
meeting.

REPORT ON PROGRESS REGARDING BEL-AIRE HILLS SUBD1V1§ION FLOODING
City Manager Dinan stated he had received a report from the City
Engineer, John E. Hiltz & Associates Inc., relative to progress
regarding a comprehensive study of drainage in the Bel-Aire Hills
Subdivision. The City Manager stated the field crews have located
the sanitary manholes together with elevations of sewers, and that
additional field work is necessary in those areas of flooding
conditions. Upon completion of all the field w rk, an engineering
study will be undertaken to develop certain recommendations for
the. relief.  of. flooding conditions- in- the- Bel-Aire - Hills Subdivision.
City Manager Dinan also stated he-had received a-report from Pate
Hirn & Bogue, Consulting Engineers, relative to the effect of
restricting existing catch basins in the Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision
during storm periods, based on the premise that there is no inter-
connection between the storm and sanitary systems. The report

' indicated that the restrigtion of catch basin covers would only be
detrimental to the flooding conditiomns within the subdivision
during storm periods. Also, restricting the catch basins could
cause excessive ponding of surface drainage that could possibly
enter into the sanitary system through manhole covers or cause
damage to houses by entering basements externally, or adding to
the percolation around the house by entering the sanitary system
through the existing drain tile.

City Manager Dinan stated that based on this report, the
restriction of catch basin covers in Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision
could only aggrevate. our flooding conditions. He stated the T.V.
study proved there was no interconnection between the two systems,
and recodmended that restrictions not be placed on the catch basin
.covers in Bel~Aire Hills Subdivision Storm System, but that some
restribtion be placed on the manhole covers in the sanitary system
in the Subdivision. The Mayor asked about the use of dye, and
stated that apparently at some time in the past there was a test
made with dye to see.if there would be any flow from the storm to
sanitary system. City Manager Dinan told him this could be done
with dye during a storm, and an additional test of .this sort would
be made. »

(3) It will be required that all exterior lighting for
Automatic Coin Operated Wash Racks be installed so as not
to cause a nuisance to adjacent properties and mot be
used between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.

(4) It shall be the duty of the owner or operator of
any Automatic Coin Operated Wash Rack to prohibit any
vehicular mechanical work on the premises.

Section 7.212, Penalty. Any peréon violating or assisting in
the violation of the provisions hereof shall be.punishable by

That the Cédé of.éﬁé Ciéj 6f-Férmington is hereby amended by adding new sec-
tions, which new sections shall be designated as Section 9.160, 9.161, 9,162,

Section 9.160. Definitions (A) A Civil Emergency is hereby defined to be:
(1) A riot or unlawful assembly characterized by the use of actual force or
violence or any threat to use force if accompanied by immediate power to
execute by three or more persons acting together without authority of law.

{2) Any natural disaster or man-made calamity, including flood, conflagration,
cyclone, tornado, earthquake or explosion within the corporation limits of the
City resulting in the death or injury of persons or the destruction ,of property
to such an extent that extraordinary measures must be taken to protect the public
health, safety and welfare.

(B) Curfew is hereby defined as a prohibition against any person or persons
walking, running, loitering, standing or motoring upon any alley, street, highway,
public property or vacant premises within the corporate limits of the City,
excepting persons officially designated as not subject to such curfew,

Section 9.161, When in the judgment of the Mayor or Acting Mayor, after con-
ferring with the members of the City Council a civiliemergency as defined here-
in is deemed to exist, he shall forthwith proclaim in writing the existence of
same,

Section 9.162, After proclamation of a civil emergency by the Mayor,. or

Acting Mayor, he may order a general curfew applicable to such geographical

area of the City or to the City as a whole, as he deems advisable, and applicable
during such hours of the day or night as he deems necessary in the interest of
the public safety and welfare,

Section 9.163. After proclamation of a divil emergéncy the Mayor or acting
Mayor, may also in the interest of public safety and welfare make any or all
of the following orders: ‘
(a) Order the closing of all retail liquor stores.

(b) Order the closing of all beer taverns.

(c¢) Order the closing of all private clubs or portions thereof within the
consumption of intoxicating liquor and/or beer is permitted.

(d) Order the discontinuance of the sale of beer..

(e) Order the discontinuance of selling, distributing or giving away gasoline
or other liquid flammable or combustible products in any container other than a
gasoline tank properly fixed to a motor vehicle.

(f) Order the closing of gasoline stations and other establishments, the chief
activity of which is the sale, distribution or dispensing of liquid flammable
or combustible products.

(g) Order the discontinuance of selling, distributing, dispensing or giving
away of any firearms or ammunition of any character whatsoever.

(h) Order the closing of any or all establishments or portions thereof,

the chief activity of which is the sale, 'distribution, dispensing or g1v1ng
away of firearms and/or ammunitionm.

(i) Order the closing of theatres and other places of public assembly

(J) 1Issue such other orders as are imminently necessary for protection of
life and property.

Section 9.164. The curfew authorized in section 9.162 or the others author-
ized in section 9,163 shall remain in effect until rescinded by the Mayor or
acting Mayor.

Section 9.165. Severability. Should any section, clause or provision of
this ordinance be declared to be invalid, or shall certain applications or
any part of this ordinance be deemed invalid, the same shall not effect the
validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof, other than the
part of application so held to be 1nva11d

Section 92.166, Penalty. Any violation of any provisions of this Ordinance
shall be punishable by a fine of not more than $500 or by imprisomment for not
more than 90 days or by both such fine and imprisonment,

This ordinance was intorduced at a regular meeting of the Counecil of the City
of Farmington on October 7, 1968, and was enacted and adopted at the regular
meeting of the City Council on QOctober 21, 1968, and will become effective on
November 6, 1968, ten days after publication,

LETTER FROM MR. & MRS. FRANK C., KOZLOWSKI RE SALVADORE STREET BARRICADE
Letter read from Mr. and Mrs. Frank Kozlowski stating they are very
concerned about the reopening of Salvadore Street after the redwood fence
was destroyed., They stated they had read an article in the Observer
Newspaper on November 6th that some of the members of the City Council
.were considering leaving Salvadore Street open.

Mr. and Mrs. Kozlowski stated that with Salvadore Street open there is
more traffic which increases the traffic hazard for their children. They
also stated that as taxpayers .they are being assessed for clean paved
streets but with Salvadore being partially mud, they have to contend with
the problems of unpaved streets insofar as dust, mud and general
appearance is concerned. Mrs. Charles Pell of 32631 Meadowlark was in
favor of leaving the street open, and showed the Council a map of the
traffic patterns created by this fence, cutting off east-west access

for Township homes to and from Flanders School.

At this point City Manager Dinan gave a traffic report on Salvadore Street
at the City-Township border. He noted that during the peak morning hours
less than 15 cars per day were averaged, and the Farmington Meadows Sub-
division traffic entering the Townships surpassed the traffic entering

the City during this period. During the peak afternoon hours less than
nine cars per hour were averaged, and Farmington Meadows Subdivision
traffic exceeded Township traffic during this period also. City Manager
Dinan stated in comparing this traffic with existing traffic at Meadowlark
and Farmington Roads where the traffic exceeds 50 cars per hour, he

could not justify the argument that there was an excessive amount of
traffic using Salvadore Street and causing hazardous traffic conditions.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE CITY OF FARMINGTON

lot line. . .

(d) PrOJectlng Sign - Projecting sign means a sign which is affixed to

extends beyond the building wall.

(e) Roof Sign - A display sign which is erected, constructed and maintained
above the roof of the building.

(f) Temporary Sign - A display sign, banner, or other advertising device
constructed of cloth, canvas, fabric, plastic, or other light temporary
material, with or without a structural frame, or any other sign, inteneded
for a limited period of display, but not including decorative displays

for holidays or public .demonstrations.

(g) Wall Sign - A display sigh which is attached directly to the building
wall.

(h) Decorative Display - A temporary display- designed -for the entertainment:
or cultural enrichment of the public and hav1ng no direct or 1nd1rect

sales or advertising content. - - ST l

sign, signal or device or which makes use of the words '"Stop"

All wall signs of a greater area than
fifty (50) square feet, shall have a surface or facing of in-
combustible material.

(b) Limitation on Placement. No wall sign shall cover wholly

. or partially any wall opening, nor project beyond the ends or
top of the wall to which it is attached.
(c) .Projection and Height. No wall sign shall have a greater
thickness than eighteen (18) inches measured from the wall to
which it is attached to the-outer surface and shall not be
attached to a wall at a height of less than eight (8) feet above
a sidewalk or less than ten (10) feet when not above a sidewalk,

(d) Area Limitations. The total surface area of any wall sign
placed on the front of a building shall not exceed three (3)
square feet for each lineal foot of building frontage provided
further that all wall signs _placed on other than the front of
the building shall not exceed a total surface area of one
hundred sixty (160) square feet,

(e) ISupports and Attachments. All wall signs shall be safely
.and securely attached to the building by means of metal anchors,
bolts or expansion screws. In no case shall any wall sign be
secured with wire, strips of wood or nails.
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(4) PROJECTING SIGNS.

(a) Construction. Every part of a projecting sign, with a total '
of surface area greater than ten (10) square feet, shall be
constructed of noncombustible materials, - -

(b) Movable Parts To Be Secured. Any movable part of a projecting
sign, such as the cover of a service opening, shall be securely
fastened by chains or hinges.

(c) Area Limitations. All projecting signs shall be limited to
sixty (60) square feet for each side.

(d) Thickness Limitation. The distance measured between the
principal faces of any projecting sign shall not exceed (18)
eighteen inches. -

(e) Projection Over Public Property. Every projecting sign
shall be placed at a minimum height of twelve (12) feet above
public sidewalk and at a minimum height of fifteen (15) feet
above public driveways, alleys and thoroughfares. No projecting
sign may project a distance greater than eighteen (18) inches
beyond the property line.

(f) Bracing, Anchorage and Sgpports. Projecting signs of a
greater total surface area than ten (10) square feet or fifty
(50) pounds in weight shall not be attached to nor supported by
frame buildings nor the wooden framework of a building. All
projecting signs shall be thoroughly secured to the building by
iron or other metal anchors, bolts, supports, rods or braces.

(g) Height Limitation. No projecting sign shall exceed a height
greater than ten (10) feet above the roof line of the building
to which it is attached.

(h) No projecting sign shall be erected within twenty (20) feet
from any other projecting sign. This provision, however, shall not
deny any place of business at least one projecting sign.

(i) Notwithstanding any provision of this Chapter to the contrafy,
any projecting sign in existence as of the effective date of this
ordinance may be continued in use in its present condition, or
remodeled or altered without any.increase in size or outside
dimensions regardless of whether it is in compliance with the
povisions of this ordinance, unless and until its use is dis-
continued for a period of six (6) months or more. I
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(5) MARQUEE SIGNS.

(a) Material Required. Every marquee sign including the upright
supports and braces thereof, shall be constructed entirely of
noncombustible materials.

(b) Height and Area Limitations. No marquee sign shall have a
total surface area exceeding eighty (80) square feet nor be of
a greater overall height than four (4) feet.

(c) Bracing, Anchorage and Supports. Every marquee sign shall
be thoroughly secured to the building by irom or metal anchors,
bolts, supports, rodsor braces.

(d) Notwithstanding any provision of this Chapter to the contrary,
any marquee sign in existence as of the effective date of this
ordinance may be continued in use in its present condition, or
remodeled or altered without any increase in size or outside
dimensions regardless of whether it is in compliance with the
provisions of this ordinance, unless and until its use is dis-
continued for a period of six (6) months or more.

(6) TEMPORARY SIGNS.

{The following regulations shall be applicable to all temporary

signs placed or situated at any place other than inside a "building" as
defined in Chapter 39. :

(a) Permits Required. Permits are required to erect any temporary
sign in excess of twelve (12) square feet, :

(b) Display Period. Cloth or canvas signs, pennants or banners
shall be erected for a period of not to exceed two weeks in any -
six months period. All other temporary signs may be displayed
for not in excess of three (3) months in any calendar year.

(c) Projection Into Right-of-Wgy. No temporary sign shall be
strung across any public right-of-way nor shall any temporary
sign project beyond the property line,.

(d) Area and Height. No temporary sign may have a single face
greater than one hundred (100) square feet in area nor have a
greater total surface area than two hundred (200) square feet
nor be a greater height than twelve (12) feet above the ground;
provided, however, that the lower edge of said sign shall be of
a height of not less than eighteen (18) inches above the
surrounding ground level.

(e) Temporary signs shall be removed promptly at the end of
the display period provided for above.
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Any temporary sign found by the Building Department to be in

an unsafe condition must be removed by the owner within three

(3) days after his receipt of notice to do so from the Building .
Department. )

(7) BILLBOARDS,

(a) Area and Height Limitations. No billboard may be erected
or maintained of a greater surface area than three hundred
(300) Square feet, or of a greater overall height above the
ground than fifteen (15) feet, or the bottom of which extends
to within less than three (3) feet above the ground surface.

{(b) Location. Billboards may be erected only in any C 2 zone
district. No billboard may be erected or maintained within 500
feet of any public park, recreation ground, public reservation,
bridge, school or church, nor within 50 feet of street lines

at any street intersection. Such distances shall be measured
along the centerline of the street or streets between two fixed
points on said centerline determined by projecting straight
lines at right angles to the said centerline from the part of
the park, ground, reservation, bridge, school, church, or inter-
section nearest the proposed billboard location and from the
part of the proposed billboard location nearest to the park,
ground, reservation, bridge, school, church or intersection.

In the event that the proposed billboard location is separated
by a six-lane divided highway from the park, ground, reservation,
bridge, school or church, the foregoing 500 feet distance limitation
shall not be applicable. Billboards shall have a minimum setback
from the front property line of twenty-five (25) feet.

(c) Material Required. All billboards shall have a surface or

facing of noncombustible material.

{(d) Erection. All billboards shall be securely built, constructed
and erected upon posts and standards sunk at least four (&)

feet below the natural surface of the ground. All posts, anchors,
and bracings of wood shall be treated to protect them from
moisture by creosoting or other approved methods when they

rest upon or enter the ground. ‘

(e) Premises to be Kept Free of Weeds. The site upon which a
billboard is placed shall be maintained by the owner thereof
in a clean, sanitary, and inoffensive condition, and free and
clear of all obnoxious substances, rubbish, and weeds. I
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(8) Signs painted on the front of a building shall not have a total
surface area in excess of three (3) square feet for each limeal
foot of building frontage; provided further that signs painted
on other than the front of the building shall not exceed a total
surface area of one hundred sixty (1l60) square feet.

8.24 Signs in Residential Areas. All signs permitted in Residential
' Zone Districts, as defined in Chapter 39 of the City Code, shall
satisfy the following conditioms. '

(1) Materials, Signs in these districts may be illuminated and
may be constructed of combustible materials except as required
in Section 8.24 (9).

(2) Public Right-of-Way. No sign in these districts shall be
erected or placed in the public right-of-way. The owner of any
sign which has been removed from the right-of-way in violation
of this provision shall pay to the City the sum of ten ($10.00)
dollars service charge. If any sign is not claimed within thirty
(30) days, it shall be destroyed.

(3) Banners and Penmants. No cloth pemmants, banners, or
advertising devices of a similar nature may be erected in these
districts.

(4) Unsafe Signs. All signs must be maintained in a safe and
secure condition; and any sign not so maintained shall be removed
by the owner upon notice from the Building Inspector.

(5) Signs Advertising the Rental, Sale or Lease of the Property
Upon Which They Are Located. Such signs shall not have a surface
area greater than twelve (12) square feet and there shall not be
more than two (2) such signs om any one (1) lot.

(6) Signs Advertising the Lots and/or Buildings Erected in Any

One Subdivision. It shall be permissible for a licensed real
estate broker or licensed builder to erect ome (1) sign not to
exceed a total surface area of sixty-four (64) square feet nor

an overall height of ten (10) feet, the lower edge of which shall
not be less than eighteen (18) inches above the surrounding ground
level, to advertise the lots and/or buildings erected in any one
(1) subdivision, provided that said licensed real estate broker
or licensed builder owns, has listed for sale or has the owner's
permission to sell a minimum of ten (10) lots in said subdivision.
No such sign or billboard shall be erected or maintained within
one hundred (100) feet of any occupied residence unless the
written consent of the owner and occupant of such resident is
first obtained.
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(9

Signs Advertising Buildings Under Construction. Such signs may

be erected for the period of construction and shall not exceed

a face area of sixty-four (64) square feet. Such sighsrshall be
erected on the building or lot where such construction is being l
carried on and shall advertise only the architect, contractor,
subcontractor, building, or materials and equipment used.

Churches and Schools. Churches, Colleges, Sunday Schools,

Schools, Buildings housing governmental functions and utilities

of the City, County or State or any subdivision thereof, are
permitted to erect a sign not to-exceed sixty-four (64) square

feet in area or an overall height of ten (10) feet. Such signs when
of a permanent nature shall be comnstructed of moncombustible
material and shall meet all the requirements as stated under 8.23,

Multiple Family Residential Units. Any person owning or operating

any multiple family residential unit may erect a sign bearing the
name of the residential unit, such sign not to exceed fifty (50)
square feet in area and not to exceed an overall height of ten

(10) feet above the ground level, which sign shall be made of
noncombustible material and may bé Tighted duringjthe hours of
darkness and which shall contain'mo advertising or information

other than the name of the residential unit and status of

occupancy. No more than two (2) such signs may bée erected for each
multiple family residential unit. '

8.25, PERMITS REQUIRED. It shall be unlawful for any person to erect, -

repair, alter relocate or maintain within the City of Farmington
any sign as defined in this Chapter, without first obtaining an
erection permit from the Building Inspector, with the exception
of the following:

Signs for Which A Permit Is Not Required.

(a) Professional name plates not exceedng one (1) square foot
in area. .

(b) The changing of advertising material or copy on a properly
licensed sign and the maintenance or repair thereof shall not
require the issuance of a permit.

(c) Bulletin boards not over twenty feet in area for public,
charitable or religious institutions when the same are located
on the premises of said institutions; provided, however, if said
signs are electrically illuminated, an electrical permit must be
obtained.

(d) Occupational signs denoting only the name and profession of an I
occupant in a commercial, public, or institutional building, and
not exceeding two (2) square feet in area,

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Memorial signs or tablets, mames of buildings and date of
erection when cut into any masonry surface or when constructed
of bronze or aluminum.

Traffic or other municipal signs, legal notices, railroad crossing
signs, danger -and such temporary emergency or non-advertising signs
as may be approved by the Building Inspector.

Those signs described in Section 8.24 (5)

Application for Erection Permit.’ ‘Applications for erection permits shall
be made upon blanks provided by the Building Inspector, and shall contain
or have httached thereto the following informatiom:

~(a) Name, address and telephone number of the applicant.

t(bj Location of building, structure, or lot to which or upon

which the sign or other advertising structure is to be attached
or erected.

(c) Position of the 'sign or other 'advertising structure in
relation to nearby buildings or structures.

(d) Two blueprints or ink drawings or the plans and specifications-
and method of construction and attachment to the building or in the
ground.

(e) Copy of stress sheets and calculations showing the structure

is designed for dead load and wind pressure in any direction in

the amount required by this and all other laws and ordinances of
the City. Provided further, that where the Building Inspector deems
it advisable he may require the approval of the structural design
by a registered engineer.

(g) Written consent of the owner where the sign is to be erected
on vacant land.

(h) In all cases where wiring is to be used in connection with
the structure, it shall combly with the electrical code of the
City of Farmington, The Electrical Inspector shall approve and
affix his signature to said permit.

(i) Insurance policy or bond as required by Section 8.26.

(j) Such other information as the Building Inspector shall require

to show full compliance with this and all other Chapters oféﬁﬁ@i;]
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City Code.

Building Inspector, upon the filing of an application for an erection
permit to examine such plans:.and specifications and other data and the
premises upon which it is proposed to erect the sign or other advertising
structure, and if it shall appear that the proposed structure is in
compliance with all requirements of the City Code, he shall then issue
the erection permit. Any person filing an application for an erection
permit who feels that he has been aggrieved by the decisions of the
Building Inspector may have his application reviewed by the City Manager
and having appealed to the City Manager, without satisfaction shall have
the right of an appeal before the City Council, providing such appeal is
filed with the City Clerk within ten (10) days of the notice to him of
the decision of the City Manager.

Permit Required, Fee, It shall be unlawful in the City of Farmington
for any person to erect or alter any sign, except .those signs specifically
exempted herein, unless a permit shall first have been obtained from the
City Clerk for such erection or alteration and a permit fee paid to the
City Treasurer according to the schedule as shall be established from
time to time by resolution of the City Council.

8.26. Permit Revocable At Any Time. All rights and privileges

acquired under the provisions of this Chapter or any amendment thereo, :
are mere licenses and may be revoked upon the violation of any of the '
conditions contained herein., If the work authorized under an erection
permit has not been completed within six (6) months after date of issuance,
the said permit shall become null and void.

8.27. Licenses For Sign Erectors. Every person, firm or corporation
engaged in the business of erecting or installing signs -for which permits
are required by this Chapter shall obtain a license, hereinafter referred
to as a sign erector's license from the ‘Building Inspector to conduct such
operations; provided, however, that the erection of signs, the total
surface area of which does not exceed thirty (30) square feel shall be
exempt from this requirement.

THE SIGN ERECTOR'S LICENSE SHALL BE RENEWED ANNUALLY.

8.28. Bond. Prior to the issuance of a Sign Erector's License, the person
firm or corporation desiring such license shall file with the City Clerk
a good and sufficient bond rumning to the City of Farmington in the penal
sum of $5,000.00 to indemnify, save and keep harmless the City of
Farmington from any and all costs, damages or expenses of any kind
whatsoever which may be suffered by the City of Farmington or which it
may be put to, or which may accrue against it by charging to or
recovering from said City from or by reason of the granting of
permission to erect said sign or by reason of the negligence, failure

or refusal of any person, firm or corporation to comply with all. the
provisions of this Chapter applicable to such signs.
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8.29 Lapsing of Bonds. At any time the bond of any Sign Erector is
permitted to lapse, his license shall be automatically revoked.

8.30 Revoking of Licenses. The City Manager shall revoke the license
of any sign erector who does not comply with the requirements of this -
Chapter. - : : . -

8.31 License Fee., Every applicant before being granted a Sign Erector's
License shall pay to the City Treasurer the fees as specified in Chapter 60.

8.32. Decorative Displays. Nothing contained herein-shall be deemed to
prohibit the placement or construction of any decorative display by the
City or other civic organization upon approval by-the City Council. Such
displays shall be only in commemoration of a mational holiday or some
other civic purpose of general Publi interest.

8.33. Non-Conforming Signs. . All existing signs that do not conform

to the provisions of this Chapter .shall be permitted to continue as mnon-
conforming signs until such time as they are removed or until major
changes are necessary, at which time they shall conform to the provisions
of this Chapter. In the event of a question as to whether a change is a
major change or nmot, the matter shall be presented to the Board of Zoning
Appeals for a ruling.

8.34., Signs in Public Right-of-Way. Except as herein specifically provided
to the contrary no signs shall be constructed or placed in any public right-
of-way. R

o ]
8.35. Political campaign signs announcing the candidacy of persons running
for public office or issues to be voted upon at an election and other
information pertinent thereto may be placed upon private property within
any zone district but must be removed within fourteen (14) days aftér the
election to which they pertain. There shall be a service charge of ten
($10.00) dollars to the owner of said property of which a political
sign is removed by the City after fourteen (14) days time limit has expired.

8.36. Prohibited Signs.

(1) No sign or banner_shall be strung across any public rights
of way except by permission of the City Council.

(2) No sign of either a permanent, temporary or portable nature
shall be placed in any public right-of~way or boulevard area,. .
except-as expressly permitted herein. '

(3) No free standing sign shall be supported by the use of
wood posts. ]

8.37. Appeals. Any person who shall feel aggrieved by any actiom or
order taken under the terms of this Chapter and having appealed to the
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City Manager without satisfactory relief shall have the right of appeal
to the City Council. Notice of such appeal shall be filed with the City
Clerk and shall be heard by the City Council at their next regular meeting.

8.38. Repeal Clause. Existing Chapter 81, Title VIII, and Sectiomns
5.75, 5.76, 5.77, 5.78 and 5.79, Article IX, Chapter 39, Title V_of the
Code of the City of Farmington and all other ordinances or parts of
ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

City Manager Dinan reported that Mr. Goodrich had made application

to the City to move a single family residence to 22640 Hawthorne,

Lot 35, Regal Orchards Subdivision. The City Manager stated his office
had investigated and found the building complied with all aspects of
the Zoning Ordinance as far as relocation.

REPORT BEL-AIRE HILLS SUBDIVISTON SANTTARY SEWER ENGINEERING STUDY

City Manager Dinan gave the final report of the City Engineers on the
flooding conditions in Bel-Aire Hills Subdivision. They had determined
that the greatest cause of the flooding was attributed to the drain tile
connected from each basement into the present sanitary system, thereby’
contributing an excessive amount of flow to the sanitary sewers. during

a heavy rain.

In addition to this, the City Manager stated, when streets flooded l
above the tops of the curbs, the water rose rather rapidly in the

basement areas, indicating that manholes were taking water. This

condition was also aggravated by open manholes, holes in the covers,

poorly fitting frames, aging brick, and infiltration to brickwork,

which in turn would permit emough infiltration to exceed the capacity
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of the sewer system very quickly.

The City Manager reported that out of 105 residents interviewed in the
Bel~Aire Subdivision, 80% indicated that prior to the storms of Jure and
July, they had never had water or sewer backup., This then, established
the flooding, as resulting from abnormal intensive rain.and saturated
ground conditions.

In answer to questions by Mr. Frank Nelson of 31641 Lamar, and Mr. and
Mrs. Boyd Baker of 23829 Colchester, City Manager Dinan told them that the
City Engineers had made some recommendations that would alleviate the
flooding, and in order to implement the program, the City would have

to schedule the method of financing, and the construction of this project
over a period of time. He recommended the following program and schedule
be approved by the Council:

PROJECT A. Immediate construction of 15" relief sewer on Lamar at the
outlet to give immediate relief to the hydraulic gradiant throughout the

entire subdivision. Sealing manhole covers, frames etc., at a total
cost of $14,000.

PROJECT B. Construction commencing July 1, 1969 for installation of
12" sewer Lamar outlet east to Beacon then north on Beacon 500 ft. at
a cost of $15,000.

PROJECT C. Construction commencing July 1, 1970 of a 15" sewer from
Lamar outlet west to Leelane and 12" sewer on Leelane from Lamar to
Marblehead at a cost of $17,000.

PROJECT D. Construction commencing sometime after July 1, 1970 if
necessary of a 12" sewer Leelane from Lamar to Prospect at a cost of
$12,000,

In connection with Project A, the City will initiate a systematic
program of sealing manhole covers, imbedding and replastering frames

in manholes during the winter months to reduce infiltratiom into the
sanitary system. The City also plans on conducting a dye investigative
program to see if there is any infiltration between the storm system
and the sanitary system.

1.223 Definitions. The following words and phrases as used in
by the context, shall have the following meanings: I

1. "City' means the City.of Farmington, Michigan.
2. '"Council" means the Council of the City of Farmington.

3. "Board of Trustees'" or ""Board" means the Board of Trustees
provid ed in this Chapter. :

4.  "Retirement System" or "System'" means the City of
Farmington Employees Retirement System.-

3. "Employee' means any person who is in the employ of
T the City and shall include any person who holds an
official position in the govermment of the City, but
shall exclude elected officials and officials who are
compensated for services on a fee basis,

6. - '"Member" means any employee who is included in the
membership of the retlrement system. - :

7. "Retirant' means any member who retires with a pene:.on I
payable by the retirement system. ’

8. "Beneficiary'" means any person, except a retirant, who is
in receipt of, or who is designated to receive, a pension
or other benefit payable by the retirement system.
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9. '"Credited service' means the personal service rendered to the City
by an employee to the extent credited him by the Board of Trustees.

10. "Compensation' means the salary or wages paid an employee for
f personal services rendered by him to the City.

11. '"Final average salary' means the average of the highest annual
compensations paid a member during any period of five (5) consecutive
years of his credited service contained within his ten (10) years of
credited service immediately preceding the date his City employment
last terminates. If he has less than five (5) years of credited
service his "final average salary" shall be the average of his
annual compensations for his total period of service.

12. '"Regular interest" means such rate or rates of interest per anmum,
compounded annually, as the Board of Trustees shall from time to time
adopt.

13. "Accumulated contributions" means the sum of all amounts deducted
from the compensation of a member and credited to his individual
account in the members deposit fund, together with regular interest
thereon.

14, '"Pension' means an annual amount payable by the retirement system
throughout- the future life of a person, or for a temporary period,
I as provided in this Chapter.

15, "Pension reserve' means the present value of all payments to be
made-on account of-any pension and shall be computed upon the basis
of such mortality and other tables of experience, and regular interest,
as the Board of Trustees shall from time to time adopt.

16. "Retirement'" means a member's withdrawal from the employ of the
City with a pension payable by the retirement system. .

17. %The masculine gender shall include the feminine gender. and words
of the singular number with respect to persons shall include the
plural. number, and vice-versa,

18. "Public Safety Member'" means any ‘employee in the department of
public safety, but shall not include (1) any civilian employee in
the department of public safety, nor (2) any person who 1s temporarily

employed as a public safety officer for an emergency nor (3) any
person who is privately employed as a policeman or fireman.:

19. "General member” means any member except a public safety

l _member.
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20. '"Woluntary retirement age" means age’fifty-five (55) years
for a public safety member; and age sixty years for a general
member,

1.236. Voluntary Retirement. .Any member, who has attained his
voluntary retirement age and has ten (10) or more years of credited
service in force, may retire upon his written application filed with
the Board of Trustees setting forth at what time, not less than thirty
(3) days nor more than ninety (90) days subsequent to the execution
and filing thereof, he desires to be retired. Upon his retirement he
shall be entitled to a pension provided in section 1.238:.

1.237, Normal Retirement. Any member, except an elected officer of
the City, shall be separated from the employ of the City the first .
day of the calendar month next following the month in which he attains
age sixty (60) years if he is a public safety member, or age .sixty-
five (65) years if he is a general member.

A member may be continued in City employment beyond his attainment of
age sixty (60) years or age sixty-five (65) years, as the case may be,
for periods not to extend beyond his attainment of age seventy (70)
years; provided that:

1. he requests in writing to be continued in City employment; l

2, he furnishes satisfactory medical evidence that he is
physically capable of cintinuing in City employment; and

3. his request is approved by the City Manager or the Council,
as the case may be,.

If a member who is separated from City employment as provided in
this section, has ten (10) or more years of credited service in force
he shall be retired and he shall be entitled toa pension provided in
section 1.238. :

1.238. Straight Life Pension; Pensions Being Paid Increased,

(1) Upon a member's retirement, as provided in this Chapter, he shall
receive a straight life pension equal to the number of years and fraction
of a year, of his credited service multiplied by the sum of one and two-
tenths per cent (1.2%) of the first four thousand eight hundred dollars
($4,800.00) of his final average salary plus one and seven-tenths per

cent (1.7%) of the portion if any of his final average salary which is

in excess of four thousand eight hundred dollars ($4,800.00). Prior to

the date of his retirement he may elect to receive his pension under an
option provided in section 1.241 in lieu of a straight life pension. .
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.(2) The pensions being paid retirants and beneficiaries as of
December- 31, 1968 shall be recomputed according to the provisions of
subsection (1) of this section in effect January 1, 1969 without change

l in option elected. The pensions so recomputed shall become payable
from and after January 1, 1969.

1.239, Terminal Payments. In the event a retirant dies before he
has received in straight life pensions payments an aggregate amount
equal to his accumulated contributions standing to his credit in the
members deposit fund at the time of his retirement, the difference
between his said accumulated contributions and the said aggregate

to such person-or persons .as he shall have nominated by written
designation .duly ‘executed and filed with the Board of Trustees. If
there be no such de51gnated person surviving the retirant such difference,
if any, shall be paid to his estate. In no case shall any benefits be _
paid under this. section on account of the death of a retirant if he had
elected option A, B or C provided in section 1.241.

1.240, Deferred Retirement. - In the event a member, who either (1) has

- twenty-five (25) or more years of credited service, or (2) has attained
age fifty (50) years and has fifteen (15) or more years of credited service,
leaves the employ of the City prior to his voluntary retirement age he
shall be entitled to a pension computed according to the provisions of
section 1.238 in effect at the time of his separation from City employment,
provided, that he does mot withdraw his accumulated contributions from
the members deposit fund. His said pension shall begin thirty (30) days
after the date his application for same is filed with the Board.of Trustees
but not prior to his attaimment of his wvoluntary retirement age. Dlring
the period of his absence from City employment his balance in the members
deposit fund shall be accumulated at regular interest.

o

1.241. Pension Options. Prior to the date of his retirement, but not
thereafter, a member may elect to receive his pension as a straight life
pension payable throughout his life; or he may elect to receive the
actuarial equivalent, at that time, of his straight life pension in a

- reduced pension payable throughout his life, and nominate a beneficiary,
in accordance with the provisions of option A, B, or C, set forth below:

OPTION A. 100% Surv1vor Pension Upon the death of a retlrant who
elected option A, his reduced ension shall be continued throughout the
life of and paid to such person, having an insurable interest in his life,
as he shall have nominated by written designation duly executed and filed
with the Board of Trustees prior to the date of his retirement; or

elected option B, one-half (1/2) of his reduced pension shall be
continued throughout the life of and paid to such person, having an
insurable interest in his life, as he shall have nominated by written
designation duly executed and filed with the Board of Trustees prior
to the date of his retirement; or

l 'OPTION B. 50% Survivor Pemsion Upon the death of a retiraI{t , who
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OPTION C. Pension Payvable 10 Years Certain and Life Thereafter.
Under option C a retirant shall receive a reduced pension payable
throughout his life with the provision that if he dies before he has .

received one hundred twenty (120) monthly pension payments the payments
shall be continued for the remainder of the period of one hundred
twenty (120) months to such person or persons, in equal shares, as the
retirant shall have nominated by written designation duly executed and
filed with the Board of Trustees. If no such designated person survives
the retirant such remaining monthly pension payments, if any, shall be
paid to the estate of the retirant.

1.242. Disability Retirement. Upon the application of a member, or

his department head on behalf of the member, a member who (1) is in

the employ of the City, (2) has five (5) or more years of credited
service in force, and (3) becomes totally and permanently disabled for
duty in the employ of the City, by reason of a personal injury or
disease, may be retired by the Board of Trustees; provided, that after
a medical examination of the member made by or under the direction of

a medical committee comsisting of three (3) physicians, one of whom
shall be named by the Board, one by the member, and the third by the
first two physicians so named, the said medical committee reports to
the Board, by majority opinion in writing, (1) that the member is
mentally or physically totally disabled for duty in the employ of the
City, (2) that such disability will probably be permanent, and (3) that
the member should be retired. The service requirement of five (5) years
contained in this section shall be waived in the case of a member whom
the Board finds to be in receipt of workmen's compensation on account
of his total and permanent disability arising out of and in the course
of his City employment.

1.243. Disability Pension. Upon the retirement of a member on account
of disability, as provided in section 1.242, he shall receive a pension
computed according to section 1.238; prov1ded that his disability
straight life pension shall not be less than twenty (20) per cent of
his final average salary, and shall be subject to section 1.244. Prior
to the date of his retirement he may elect to receive his pension under
an option provided in section 1.241 in lieu of a straight life pension.

1.244. Re-Examination of Disability Retirant. (1) At least once each

year during the first five (5) years follow1ng a member's .retirement on
account of disability, and at least once in each three (3) year period
thereafter, the Board of Trustees may require the retirent, if he has not
attained his voluntary retirement age, to undergo a medical examination

to be made by or under the direction of a physician designated by the
Board. If the retirant refuses to submit to such medical examination in
any such period his disability pension may be suspended by the Board I

until his withdrawal of such refusal. Should such refusal continue
for one (1) year his disability pension may be revoked by the Board.
If upon such medical examination of the retirant the said physician
reports to the Board that the retirant is physically able and capable
of resuming employment with the City he shall be returned to City
employment and his disability pension shall terminate; provided, that
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the report of said physician is concurred in by the Board. In returning
the retirant to City employment reasonable latitude shall be allowed

the City in placing him in a position commensurate with his type of
work and compensation at the time of his retirement.

(2) A disability retirant who is, returned to the employ of the City,

as provided in subsection (1) of this section, shall again become a
member of the retirement system. His credited service in force at the
time of his retirement shall be restored to his credit. He shall be
given service credit for the period he was receiving a disability
pension if within such period he was in receipt of workmen's compensation
on account of his total and permanent disability arising out of and in
the course of his City employment; otherwise he shall not be given
service credit for such period.

1.245, Survivor Pension; Death of Member. Any member who continues
in the employ of the City on or after the date he either acquires
fifteen (15) years of credited service, or attains age fifty-five (55)
years and has ten (10) or more years of credited service, and (1) dies
while in the employ of the City, and (2) leaves a widow, or in the
case of a female member leaves a widower whom the Board of Trustees
finds to be totally and permanently disabled and to be dependent upon
the female member €for at least fifty per cent (50%) of his financial
support, the widow or widower shall immediately receive a pension
computed in the same manner as if the member had (1) retired the day
preceding the date of his death, notwithstanding that he might not
have attained his voluntary retirement age, (2) elected option A
provided in section 1.241, and (3) nominated his widow or widower

as beneficiary. :

1.247. Refunds of Members' Accumulated Contributions. (1) If a member
ceases to be employed by the City before he has satisfied the age and
service requirements for retirement provided -in section 1.236 he shall
be paid the balance standing to his credit in the members deposit fund
upon his written application for same filed with the Board of Trustees.

(2) Upon the death of a member, if no pension becomes payable by the
retirement system on account of his death, the balance standing to his
credit in the members deposit fund at the time of his death shall be
paid to such person or persons as he shall have nominated by written
designation duly executed and filed with the Board of Trustees. If no
such designated person survives the member his said balance shall be
paid to his estate,

(3) Payment of members déposit fund balances, as provided in this
section may be made in installments according to such rules and
regulations as the Board of Trustees shall from time to time adopt.
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1.250, Income Fund. The income fund shall be the fund to which
shall be credited all interest, dividends, and other income from
investments of the retirement system; all transfers from the members l

deposit fund by reason of lack of claimant; and all other moneys
received by the system, the disposition of which is not specifically
otherwise provided in this Chapter, The Board of Trustees may accept
gifts and bequests and the same shall be credited to the income fund.
There shall be transferred from the income fund all amounts required
to credit regular interest to the various funds of the system, except
the expense fund. Whenever the Board determines that the balance in
the income fund is more than sufficient to cover the current charges
to the fund, the Board my, by resolution, provide for contingency
reserves, or for the transfer of such excess or portion thereof to
cover the needs of the other funds of the system, including the
expense fund.

1.252, Retirement System Assets. (1) The Board of Trustees shall be
the trustees of the assets of the retirement system and shall have full
power to invest and reinvest such assets subject to the provisions of
Act No. 314 of the Public Acts of 1965, as amended, and as it might
from time to time be amended or replaced by successor acts. The Board
shall have full power to hold, purchase, sell, assign, transfer, and
dispose of any securities and investments in which the moneys of the
system have been invested, including the proceeds of such investments.

(2) All moneys and investments of the retirement systep shall be held
for the exclusive purpose of meeting the disbursement sz&pensions and
other payments authorized by this Chapter and shall be used for no
other purpose whatsoever. - Available cash on deposit shall notfexceed
ten per cent (10%) of the total assets of the system. L
(3) The wvarious funds of the retlrement system shall be lnterpmeted

to refer -to the accouffting records of ‘the system and not to the actual
segregation of the assets of the system in its wvarious funds.

This ordinance was introduced at a regular meeting of the City Council
on November 18, 1968, was adopted and enacted at a regular meeting on
December 2, 1968, and will become effective on December 25, 1968, ten
days after publicatiom.
