He stated that his property assessment would be subsidizing a Municipal Parking Lot with
limited time that would have to apply to apartments and employee parking, The tenant on
his property had notified their employees to use their private parking lot,

Councilmen Peterson and Yoder questioned the basis and benefit for assessment,

City Manager Dinan stated that the Special Assessment is based on front footage. Mr,
Hall has 150 feet of front footage and is being assessed for 50 foot frontage,

Letter read from Mr. Henry A, Schmenk, 24066 LeQuinne Gt., stating that for several
vears he and his neighbors had made attempts to obtain better law enforcement in the
City of Farmington, He states that the only tangible results and evidence to date was -
the purchase of an electric timer and a city ordinance prohibiting commercial truck traffic
on the residential streets. The use of the electric timer has been almost nil as an en-
forcement tool and the ordinance prohibiting truck traffic on residential streets was en-
acted eight months ago and is still not enforced,

He stated that he realizes there are many problems inveolved in traffic enforcement in
the area near his house, Powers Road, Shiawassee-Road, Farmington Road between Ten
Mile and Shiawassee are particularly difficult to control, However, difficult enforce-
ment of traffic laws is necessary and must be recognized as the respnnsibility of City
Officials. He stated that in discussing this with various Public Safety Officers, usually
it was concluded that either additional equipment (radar) and or additional personnel
would be necessary for strict law enforcement and he has not seen any formal request
to the City Council for these things to be provided,

City Manager Dinan stated that the area in which Mr, Schmenk lives is quite difficult
to control speeds because of the natural terrain involved, The City has put several
signs along this dangerous highway which has had some positive effect in reducing -
speeds. The electric timer has been used and warning viclations have been issued

in an attempt to reduce speeds in this area.

The Director of Public Safety feels that the electric timer is a very cumbersome object
to erect and requires additional manpower to operate to a degree that any one shift
would be shorthanded on normal patrol if this equipment were in use,

City Manager Dinan recommended that the City Council give serious consideration for
the acquisition of radar equipment as a more flexible equipment to set up for use and
requires one person to operate and would be more accurate than the eléctric timer
device,

The cost of the equipment would be approximately $1,200.00 and monies are available
from the 1965-66 Contmgent Fund. This type of equipment is presently being used in
the majority of cities in the Metropolitan Detroit area.

He stated that because of lack of manpower to give ultra law enforcement on trafflc

it is his dpinion that it is necessary to go to this type of equipment to improve the
efficiency and enforcement of the Public Safety Department.

Councilman Thayer reported that he had observed traffic on Sunday, July 4th and the
majority of traffic was exceeding the speed limit at this dangerous area,

It was the consensus of the Council that the traffic enforcement is a City wide problem
to control speeding and suggested that the Public Safety Department conduct a concen-
trated drive to curb speeding. They suggested that the press publicize the Council's -
concern for the safety of citizens and law enforcement to curb speeding.

The Council discussed the use of the electric timer and the recommendation from the
City Manager for the acquisition of radar equipment, The City Manager-was instructed
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to secure more information on the proposed radar equipment,

Mr, W, A, Nelson, 23708 Warner, suggested that the Council declare a policy that no
warning violations be issued and publicize that violators will pay or go to court,

Chief Foltz stated that the Department has concentrated on the areas involving accidents,
‘tickets and arrests have been made, unmarked cars have been used in lieu of the electrlc
timer due to lack of manpower.

Mr, Wroblewski, 24025 Farmington Road; stated that he was pleased that the Coun01l
was concerned regarding the traffic enforcement and stated that the only answer is strict
enforcement. He reported that there is an increase in large truck traffic in violation of
the City Ordinance prohibiting trucks on residential areas. )
Motion by Yoder seconded by Peterson to receive and file letter from Mr. Schmenk and
that the City Manager acknowledge this communication, Motion carried, all ayes,

TRAFFIC CONDITION PROSPECT AND SHIAWASSEE '

City Manager Dinan réported that a communication was received from Byron E. Oliver
regarding Public School Safety Committee recommendations on crossing problem at
Prospect and Shiawassee. Based on the study conducted by the Safety Committee the
following recommendations were made:  That the City replace the small discolored stop signs
with larger signs with more contrasting color to attract the attention of strangers driving
on Shiawassee and Prospect Roads,

Based on thelr study involving public school children crossing at this location on June 16,
1965, there were no ptoblems. However, Our Lady of Sorrows had closed for the year as
of that date so therefore there was not a true criteria of the conditions that would exist if
both schools were in session.

The report included the activity recorded in the study and it was the conclusion of the
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safety for the elementary students who are attending Ten Mile Road School,

City Manager Dinan stated that he had discussed this matter with the Director of Pule.c
Safety and the Department will also conduct a Traffic Study at this intersection when
school starts for a better insight on the conditions when the two schools are in session.
He stated an order will be placed for the extra large stop-sign with red background to
emphasize the fact that this is a stop street. He also plans on painting the right of.-way
school crossing - STOP AHEAD - and perhaps install one additional sign on each side of
Shiawassee stating - SCHOOL CROSSING AHEAD, These signs will bé installed during
the summer months prior to starting of school and the Department of Publi¢ Safety -will
analyze this condition further under different circumstances.

Chief Foltz stated that he would contact Our Lady of Sorrows School regarding patrol
boys for areas.

C, REPORT RE: BARRICADE AT SALVADORE STREET

City Manager Dinan reported on the complaint received by the Council regarding the
stability of the barricade constructed by the Department of Public Works at Salvadore
Street, Farmington Meadows Subdivision,

The existing barricade is made of four inch cedar posts and painted yellow that are
incased in concrete with cable strung between the posts and additional posts offset so
that pedestrian traffic can walk through but motor bikes and other mobiled vehicles
cannot go straight through without maneuvering through this offset, The repaired barri-
cade has been up for more than two weeks and have not been dislodged or damaged and
will suffice in reducing east and west vehicular traffic on Salvadore into this Subdivision.
The additional expense of installing Armco rail guards at $5.00 to $6.00 per lineal foot
is not justified when the present barricade seems to be doing an adequate job.

City Manager Dinan recomniended that until these barricades are damaged or dislodged
that the City retain the existing arrangement.

Mr. James Piatt, 21039 Meadowlark, commented on the repaired barricade stating that
the appearance is not improved and noted some loose poles,

Mayor Brotherton suggested if there is any future damage to the existing barncades
that the Council consider erecting a chain link fence with steel posts set in concrete
and staggered.

D, REPORT RE: AUTHORIZATION RECEIVE BIDS ASPHALT PAVING CONSTRUCTION

City Manager Dinan requested authorization to receive bids on asphalt paving for the
parking lot on north side of Grand River and east of Farmington Road; parking lot on
the west side of Farmington Road south of Grand River; asphalt paving of Thomas -Street
and the Magic Square at the Cloverdale School site,

Monies will be available from the Special Assessment Districts for sale of bonds and
General Fund for the construction of the Cloverdale Magic Square,

Motion by Yoder seconded by Thayer to authorize the City Manager to receive bids for
asphalt paving of parking lot on north side of Grand River east of Farmington Road;

F. REPORT PUBLIC SATETY DEPARTMENT RE: GRAND RIVER ACCIDENT SURVEY

City Manager Dinan submitted copies of the Grand River Accident Survey prepared by the
Director of Public Safety Department,

The.report included the following: , i

1, Types and.amounts of accidents in the City from Jarnuary 1, 1963 thru June 30, 1965,
2, The State Highway Department denied the City's request for a traffic light at Grand
River and Powers Road that has been recommended by the Public Safety Department and
the Michigan State Police Traffic Safety Division along with other recommendations .

3. The State Highway Department has recommended that in place of a traffic light the
City prohibit parking on Grand River from Warner east to City limits and mark Grand
River for five lanes of traffic, center lane for left movements only.

The Department of Public Safety submitted the following recommendations:

1. Recommend to State Highway Department that their proposal to stripe Grand River
for .five lanes - center lane for "left turns only" be done as soon as possible and to
include their placing of overhead signs so indicating left turn lane.

2. That areas where parking is needed on Grand River be provided as described in the
attached drawing, and that ample time be given for owners to comply with construction,
3. That State Highway Department be advised that the above two recommendations are
being completed and that this City again requests a part time light at Grand River and
Powers in order that persons be allowed to enter into and to cross Grand River with
safety, as it is believedhat the survey conducted by the State Highway Department
have been inadequate and incorrect in the past as well as not truly considering this
light as an answer to an area problem but only on the basis of a need at Powers Road.
The Council examined photographs providing necessary parking used in other commun-
ities, discussed parking on Grand River from Warner Street to Orchard Lake Road and
suggested that a Public Hearing be held on the necessity for a Special Assessment
District to provide necessary parking. _

City Manager Dinan was authorized to have an estimate of cost prepared by the City
Engineer for necessary parking and that a Public Hearing be established in August,

Mavyor Brotherton stated that the term of Delos Hamlin to the Zoning Board of Appeals
expired on June 18, 1965, IHe stated that Mr. Hamlin was willing to serve if appointed
by the Council.

Councilman Thaver reported that water is ponding on Farmington Road between Meerilyn
Ct, and LeQuinnie Ct, and suggested trenching and installation of catch basin to cormrect
this problem.,

City Manager Dinan stated that there is a high spot in the pavement and will investigate
and correct matter.

Mr. Richard Duncan, 21436 Birchwood, report hill erosion causing sidewalk damage on
Farmington Road near Ten Mile Road.

City Manager Dinan-stated the only solution on this problem was to cut into hill or in-
stall sod. He stated that he would contact the owner of the vacant lot regarding the
,erosion,
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Councilman Yoder requested that the "No Parking" signs located on Warner at Slocum
be revised to allow for visitors for homeowners and suggested that the hours be from
8:00 a.m, to 6:00 p.m.

Chief Foltz stated that he would investigate this matter,

Mavyor Brotherton requested information regarding weed cutting,

City Manager Dinan stated that the Weed Ordinances requires that weeds be cut once
before July 1 and once before September 1, Notices were mailed to property owners,
failure to cut weeds results in work completed by City crews and the owner billed.
Councilman Allen requested that the river at the City Park from bridge at Powers Road
to Shiawassee be cleaned of debris and other objects and if necessary contract to
have the heavy debris removed.

City Manager Dinan stated that the D ,P/W, crews could clean out the general debris .

REPORTS FROM CITY MANAGER

A.. REPORT CONSTRUCTION ASPHALT PAVEMENT NINE MILE RD,.FROM FARMINGTON
ROAD EAST TO EXPRESSWAY ENTRANGCE

City Manager Dinan submitted a report con the Improvement on Nine Mlle Road from
Farmington Road to 1,000 feet east (approximately). The report included copies of
estimate of cost prepared by the Oakland County Road Commission for asphalt pave-
ment and drainage for Nine Mile Road from Farmington Road to I-96 Ramp. This work
includes ditching, installaticon of drainage, reshaping and widening existing grade .
(36 feet shoulder to shoulder), adding 8 inch compacted-gravel, prime and place

2 1/4 x 20 feet wide bituminous aggregdte-surface plus widening lan€s.at Farmington
Road,

The Oakland_County Road Commission has adopted a policy of participating -50% of
the cost of this type of installation and the balance would have to be borne either by
the property owners adjacent to this pavement that would receive benefit or the City
at large.

City Manager Dinan stated that he had contacted American Screw Products who own
all of the property on.the south side of Nine Mile Road which constitutes 50% of
assessable frontage regarding their reaction te setting up a special assessment
district for 50% of the overall cost and the County pay their 50% share. American -
Screw Products informed the City Manager that they did not feel that they would be
receiving a direct benefit and that it would basically be a service drive to the I-96 . -
Expressway and the majority of traffic would be entering the Expressway at this
entrance.

The City of Farmington has three options on this particular improvement program.

1. Abandon the program because of lack of 50% majority requesting the improvement,
2 .. Proceed with a special-assessment program even though the City has not received
a petition or approval for more than 50% of property owners involved,

3/ Absorb 50% of the cost of this improvement through the sale of bonds for. Clty at .
large share with no assessment to the abutting property owners due to the fact that
this section is considered to be a service drive to the I-36 Expressway and the major-
ity of the traffic would not be directly with these industrial concerns,

City Manager Dinan stated that this particular project is vitally needed.

The Council discussed the estimated cost of $12,850,00 submitted by the Oakland

D, LETTER MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE RE: DUTCH ELM DISEASE.
Letter read from the Michigan Department of Agriculture relative to their methods on
the progress on the Dutch Elm Disease program that they are cooperatively carrying
on with the City of Farmington and they can understand our anxiety about the '
increase in the number of infected trees that are being found over the last .year.
They state that there have been newspaper articles and periodicals printed indicating
a new cure has been found for trees infected with Dutch Elm Disease. To the best
of their knowledge, there is presently no known, authenticated treatment for an
elm tree infected, The State cannot recommend the use of Bidrin, a systemic,
which is not a cure for Dutch Elm Disease but simply a chemical as a preventative
of inoculation of the fungus in a healthy tree. It would be prohibitive from the
standpoint of cost as well as the over-all application necessary for the program.

A review of the records for the past 15 years shows that these cities who have
conducted a good sanitation along with a complete spray program and prompt
removal of diseased! trees; have had excellent results with losses approximately
only 1=1.5 per cent a year. They state that the delay in prompt removal of
diseased trees will cause adjacent trees to become affected. City Manager Dinan
stated that there were over 200 trees tagged this vear by the State and the City
has removed 45 trees on City property. The Detroit Edison Company has assisted
in topping large trees and the State Forestry Department started work on Grand
River August 16, 1965, City Manager Dinan stated that second notices had been
mailed to property owners having infected trees on private property and if they are
not removed, the City will destroy them and bill the property owner,

City Manager Dinan stated that the Public Safety Department and his office had been
re-analyzing the parking situation on Grand River from the east city limits to Warner

St to see if.restricted parking on Grand River would create a parking problem for
existing businesses. Statistical reports have proven that 263 accidents of a total 361
accidents involved turning movements or parked cars which emphasizes the hazard
involved in parking on Grand River Bvenue,

This off-street parking situation was discussed with several merchants located between
Nine Mile Road and Orchard Lake Road arnd the majority felt there was adequate off-
street parking facilities.

Photographs of these critical areas were shown to the Council pomtmg out potential
parking that could be developed.

City Manager Dinan recommended that elimination of parking on Grand River would
improve the.traffic flow. He stated that the Michigan State Highway Dept, was sched-
uling the-striping on Grand River for five lanes of traffic and this restriction should be
placed on parking at the same time so that full benefit of the five lane traffic flow would be
received,

Councilman Allen questioned progress in acquiring a traffic signal at Powers Road and
Grand River,

Chief Foltz stated that the Michigan State Highway Department reports that five lane
traffic will alleviate need of a traffic signal at Powers Road, although the Michigan State
Police-considered the signal necessary.

Councilman Peterson reminded the Council that the City had offered to pay the entire cost
of installation for a signal light at this location, The State Highway Department denied
the City's reguest at that time, They stated they had jurisdiction, of Grand River and
they felt a traffic signal would increase accidents,

A general discussion of the Council developed that the City should persist in acquiring
a traffic signal at the .above location,

The Council discussed the need of an overall plan of the area and an opportunity to meet
with.the business property owners so that they would be aware and able to assist with
any off-street parking problem.

Clty Manager Dinan stated the Public Safety Department has a problem as it is one of a
few areas designated to issue driver's licenses, Residents from Livonia, northwest
Detroit, and the Township are tested here, increasing the volume about 300 to 400%.
An addltional employee has been hired to help with the work load. The new procedure
requires more time to process including the taking of photographs. It is felt that the .
City is giving a service to citizens by having this licensing service available, Increased
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revenues help offset the cost of administering this program.

A, REPORT SURVEY SCHOOL & GHURCH PRIVATE DRIVE
City'Manager Dinan submitted copies of survey of private drive traffic by the Public
Safety Department as requested by the ity Council to.be taken after school commenced
in September. The survey shows that there were 234 vehicles in a four hour period on
two separate days that utilized this.private drive and that 43% of this traffic was con-
sidered thru traffic in the area utilizing neither the 'school or church property. This is
a high percentage of thru traffic and-it .is dlfflcult to Justlfy that this road remain as a
private drive.
The School District, in conjunction with the Church, have repalred the road in accord-
ance with specifications developed by the City Engineer, Frank Papke. Mr, Papke has
inspected the repair of the road and with the exception of the additional ditching and
installation of culverts Mr, Papke considered the repair completed in accordance with
his recommendations and in a good workman like manner. If this road became.part of
the City system, the City would receive approximately $400 .00 per year from the State
Highway Department which would cover the maintenance cost of this road in the future.
City Manager Dinan stated that there is a safety problem on this private drive. There
is no sidewalk to convey pedestrian traffic and there are numerous students walking
on the road bed which is a dangerous condition. He suggested that if the Council
elects to accept dedication for this road, that it be subject to the installation of a
pedestrian sidewalk from Shiawassee to Ten Mile Road on one side of the street, pre-
ferrably on the west side, which would be more convenient for the ma]orlty of the stud-
ents and safer for crossing.
City Manager Dinan recommended that due to the volume of traffic and the high percent-
age of thru traffic that the City of Farmington accept dedication of this road subject to
the installation of sidewalk.from Shiawassee to Ten Mile Road, the completion of the
ditching and installation of culverts as part of the general repair of the rcadway.
The Council discussed the traffic survey, maintenance cost, sidewalk recommendation
and possible future concrete pavement procedure,
City Manager Dinan stated that if the Council decided to install concrete pavement in
the future, State Law prohibits Special Assessments against School Districts, however,
the Church could be assessed and the City would participate.
Monsignor Beahan, Our Lady of Sorrows Church, Mr, Clifford, President of the Board of
Education and Mr. Read, Farmington Public Schools, were present and discussed the
problem involved as to the locatiibn of a sidewalk and agreed to study this matter as to
the most practical location,
Motion by Allen supported by Thayer to adopt the following resolutlon

D, REPORT REQUEST MICHIGAN STATE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT CITY PARTICIPATION 50%
OF COST MODERNIZATION OF PEDESTRIAN SIGNAL AT FARMINGTON RD, & GRAND RIVER
City Manager Dinan reported that the City has been requested by the Michigan State High-
way Department to participate in 50% of the cost for modernization of existing pedestrian
signal lights at the intersection of Grand River and Farmington Roads., The total cost for
this installation would be $1,088,00 and since Farmington Road is under the jurisdiction
of .the City, we are required to pay 50% of the cost or $544.00.

The signal lights have not been at 100% efficiency. There have been electrical problems
and conceivably they do need modernlzatlon due to the fact they were installed some
eight years ago,

City Manager Dinan recommended that the Council approve the modernlzatlon project to
the pedestrian signal lights at this intersection and appropriate $544,00 from the Contin-
gent Fund to cover this capital cost. With the increased volume of traffic and pedestrians
in the downtown area, it is important that the signal lights work properly to give adequate
safety for crossing thlS dangerous intersection.

Motion by Allen seconded by Thayer that the request from the State Highway Department
that the City participate in 50% of the cost for modernization of existing pedestrian signal

E.. REPORT SURVEY OF ELEMENTARY SCHOOL CHILDREN CROSSING PROSPECT & SHIAWASSEE
City Manager Dinan submitted the results of a survey conducted by the Public Safety De-
partment on the crossing ef elementary school children at the intersection of Prespect and
Shiawassee in connection with petitions that were filed last spring regarding the hazardous
crossing at this intersection for elementary school children.

The survey discloses there is approximately 25 elementary school students that cross at
this location in the morning and afternoons with the aid of safety patrol boys. From obser-
vation in conducting this survey the Public Safety Department was of the opinion that the
patrol boys handled their function in a very satisfactory manner and did not allow the
children to cross, assuming that vehicles would stop for stop signs, but rather held

children back of the curb until there was no traffic,

With the acquisition of the radar equipment, the Department states that they will be able

to improve their efficiency in traffic enforcement in this area as well as other school
locations. In connection with improving the traffic control at this intersection the City

has installed large 36 inch scotch light stop signs in four directions and have installed
proper sidewalk crosswalks and painting on pavement stating "Slow School Crossing Ahead",
Councilman Allen stated that he had observed better trafiic control at' 3 p.m., however, he
suggested that the Public Safety Department control motorcycle riders who race on Shiawassee
‘with three on one motorcycle by using a plain clothesman to curb this violation.

Councilman Yoder was of the opinion that the new school hours established has helped
greatly.

The gym classes could cost the City approximately $500.00 for the ten weék period.

2, In starting a program, we wanted to gauge the participation and popularity of pro-

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A special meeting of the Council of the City of Farmington was held on October 5, 1965
for the purpose of holding a jointimeeting with the City Planning Commission and all
residents in the affected area of the annexation program to give planrning information and
official status to the Master Plan for this area.

‘Meeting called to order at 8:00 p.m. by Mayor Brotherton,

ROLL CALL: Mayor Brotherton, Councilmen Bllen, Peterson, Thaver and Yoder present.
Absent: none,

CITY OFFICIALS PRESENT: GCity Manager Dinan and Clerk Quinn,
PIANNING COMMISSION MEMBERS PRESENT: Allen, Duncan, Nelson, Millard and Seibert.

Mayor Brotherton gated that the purpose of the meeting was to give all residents in the

affected area of the annexation program planning information and official status to the

Master Plan for this area and in behalf of the Council thanked the residents present for

their attendance to discuss the plans developed. '

Mavyor Brotherton introduced the members of the City Council, the City Manager, the City

Clerk and members of the Planning Commission present. He stated that the members of

the Planning Commission had playved a large part in developing the plans for the annex-—

ation area .,

Mavor Brotherton suggested that any remdent who wished to ask a question give his name

and address for the record, stating if he is speaking for himself or a group, and he will

have an opportunity to speak in rebuttal ,

Mayor Brotherton introduced Mr, Robert Dieball, Planning Consultant, who developed the

Master Plan.

Mr, Dieball submitted a large colored legend classification Proposed Land Use Zoning Map

developed for the proposed annexation area. This map was a duplicate of the map submitted

to the residents for this meeting. ’ '

He explained the classifications developed for the best possible use of the area.

Mr, Dieball stated that this map was developed following discussions on various proposed

plans., Basic information was received from maps secured from the County showing the

boundaries of the area, aerial photographs, and topographical maps.

City Manager Dinan explained the new section 5,9 of the Zoning Ordinance under Artlcle o.

AREA, HEIGHT, BULK AND PLACEMENT REGULATIONS as follows:

Sect1on 5.9 Reductlon in Lot Size .

It is the intention of this ordinance to allow for "Country Estates - R1C and R1D" type

development in areas of the City whére such conditions prevail that it would be mutually

advantageous to the property owner and the City to provide for large lots .and the retention

of certain areas of natural beauty, or for open space generally, to aid in creating a country

atmosphere.

Modifications. to the standards for plattmg land as prescribed in the Farmington City Code

and ARTICLE 7, SCHEDULE OF REGUIATIONS of this ordinance shall be permitted in accord-

ance with the followmg

1, The minimum lot size may be reduced to 100 foot lot W1dth and 15 ,000 square feet,
provided:

'a, For each square foot of land gained under the prowsmns of this Sectlon there shall
be dedicated for park and/or recreation purposes an equal amount of land in a loca-
and shape approved by the Farmington City Planning Commission. Bodies of water,
swamps, or lands in the opinion of the Planning Commission not suitable for parks
or recreation shall not be acceptable,

b, To provide for the determination of the Square foot area to be dedicated for park,
recreation, or related uses, the following information shall be shown on the
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print of the Preliminary Plat,

(1) Total gross area to be platted in square feet and acres .

(2) Total net square foot area to be developed as lot.

(3) Total square foot area of land designated for road right-of-way.,

(4) Total square foot area to be dedicated for park, recreation and/or related uses,

REQUIRED IMPROVEMENTS

All improvements shall be in accordance with Section 5.370 of the Farmington City Code

with the following exceptions:

No sidewalks shall be required in the "Country Estated, R1C and R1D zoning Districts,
unless a majority of the property owners within a block area petition for sidewalk im-
provements,

In all existing-subdivided properties, it shall be permissible to have gravel base roads
in order to preserve a country atmosphere, which these two zeoning districts establish,
Any major improvement to existing gravel base roads shall not be made or assessed
unless a majority of the property.owners petition for said improvement within a block
area, '

New subdivisions in "Couniry Estates" zoning districts shall be required to install six
inch stone base with two inch asphalt surface with storm water drainage to be built in
accordance with specifications established by the City Engineer,

Mavyor Brotherton stated that the City Council will hold another meeting on Thursday.,

October 21, 1965 to review the factors and financial aspects on the installation cost.
. for water and sewer,

City Manager Dinan will be available to dlscuss this installation cost to any resident
who is unable io attend this meeting.

COMMENTS AND ANSWERS

Mr, Earl Lathrup, 23607 Longacre, submitted the fcllowing questions:

1. On the 20 acres west and 38 acres here, about 2/3 of the water drains into their
subdivision, the ground absorbs most of the water and with several houses ther and
streets shedding water, this drains into their subdivision,

He stated that he has a verbal agreement with the Township and the Oakland County
Drain Commission that before either of the plats are accepted, they have to install
their own storm drainage. Will the City approve this?

City Manager Dinan stated that this will be a requirement under new subdivisions and
with asphalt pavement installed, storm drainage would be required.

2, Mr, Lathrup stated that the Longacre School has one entrance. The way this area
is platted on the map, no other roadway is provided goinginto the school, There should
be another road provided. There is a wooded area and if we were unfortunate to have a

torifado and the road is blocked, there would be no way for an emergency vehicle to enter
to save anyone, Maybe some arrangement could be made for another roadway going into

this area.

City Manager Dinan stated that there is a 10 acre parcel of land which faces on Drake
Road planned to.be acquired for a City Park. It is feasible that in the development of
the park area, there could be access roads and sidewalks to the school facility. For
convenience of people living west of Drake Road and north of the school to deliver
their children to the site and that there would be definite consideration in the develop-

ment of the park area that the City have access to the road to go thru park area.
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3. Mr, Lathrup stated that residents in the Alta Loma Subdivision propose to install a
sidewalk on the south side of Arundel from Gill Road to the School and even if they

raise the necessary money, questioned if the property owners on Arundel had anything

to say whether the sidewalk was installed or not,

City Manager Dinan stated that the walks would be put in the right-of-way and if the
money is allocated for it, he presumes that it could be put in, that according to the
.new regulations for this area, no sidewalk shall be required by the owners themselves
unless requested by the majority of owners of a block. He stated that this is a difficult
question to answer, and the legality of stopping them from putting in a sidewalk m the pub-
lic right-of-way would have to be answered by the City Attorney,

Mr, Lathrup asked who would maintain the sidewalk.

City Manager Dinan stated that ncrmally, the property owners were responsible, However,
it is feasible that some other type of sidewalk could be worked out in that area instead of
a concrete sidewalk on the property line. Perhaps some type of asphalt sealing could re-
tain some of the aesthetic value of the properties. Perhaps a happy medium could be
worked out on the type and location of the walk,

Mr, Lathrup suggested that a 3 foot asphalt pavement be installed at the gravel line so
that when the streets are snow plowed this could be done at the same time and would be
better than sidewalks., Plans could be worked out to be compatible as well as.provide
safety for the children going to school. The best approach would be a smaller type of
walk of hard surface so that the children do not walk in the mud. .

Mayor Brotherton stated that this plan was in the formative stages witheut any consider-
ation of the City being involved in this area, The problem is that people could install

a sidewalk whether there is an annexation or not. The City does not know from a legal
standpoint whether the City could prevent this installation or not. Where the location

of the walk is concerned, if the City were involved, they would want toc locate the sidewalk
in a place that would be the best for everybody.

Mr, George Hohwart, 34757 Arundel, stated that he was concerned regarding the install-
ation of the proposed sidewalk and it is possible that the City might force them to clean
them. They are strictly against the sidewalks and don't want them next to the road. He
approved of Mr, Dinan's first proposal that unless the majority wanted 51dewalks it was
not required,

Mavyor Brotherton stated that this was true and he was not aware of the propos ed install-
ation where some one else could put a sidewalk in front of a property owner's house,

If this ever happens, it will be a different problem.

Richard Gaul, 23875 Longacre, stated that he was instrumental in helping procure the
site for the Longacre School, At the time the site was purchased every one recognized
that Woodcroft Subdivision was the only subdivision that had the only roads that would
lead into the school property.

He stated that he noticed in the proposed plan was continuing to ask the general public
and school busegito go thru'the residential sections while the Board of Education said
that it would be advisable that when this layout was made to eventually use Drake Road,
If this area was subdivided, another route might be provided, based on the present lay-
out, the school is completely boxed in and will continue to use the same route, He
stated that some consideration should be given to use main roads to eliminate using
residential streets in the area.

City Manager Dinan stated that the subdivisions to the north of the school was already
tentatively platted and apparently when approved there was no consideration given to a
north south street leading to the school site from this acreage., He stated that he men-
tioned earlier when Mr. Lathrup asked about access roads from Drake Road, the City
Park would have ingress and egress roads from Drake Road that would serve the school
property that would. take care of traffic generated from the west and also from the north

of school site, It would be easier to come from Drake Road through the park to the school
site. He stated that this was a good point, these public facilities should-have a major
access from Drake Road.
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City Manager Dinan stated that this would not be a thru street but an access drive 1o
the school property. and dead end there. He stated that they did not have the actual
layout of the park in detail. The thought was that this park location was a natural
because in developing a park next to the school they would avoid duplication of fac-
ilities . If we can put in facilities that can be used by the school during the school
hours and by the public during non-school hours, there can be a more efficient oper-
ation. That is the reason that the site was chosen for the park adjacent to the school .
Mr, John Rowe, 23691 Whittaker Drive, questioned if Oakland is continuous to Grand
River.

City Manager Dinan.stated that Oakland deoes extend to Grand River, The map starts
at Gill Road and does not include the City area. .
Chairman Seibert stated that the Planning Commission discussed that very point, It
was one reason why the area Mr, Rowe mentioned was layed out in that manner,
Consideration given by the Planning Commission did not want a thru street and that

is the reason for the jog in the street for either north or south traffic,

City Manager Dinan stated that at the present time Oakland is extended to the west
line of Woodcroft Subdivision, so it was the intent to extend it to the west to give
access to the west from the subdivision, The majority of traffic going into the down-
town area will probably use the major streets of Drake Read and Grand River because
of ease of traffic flow, ;

Mr. George Hume, 23700 Wesley Drive, statedvthat at-the f1rst meetlng, street lights
were discussed as to whether they would be required or not,

City Manager Dinan stated that normally., the City installs street lights at the inter-
sections, and in long blocks at intervals of half way thru the block for the safety of
the residents, No cost is involved to the resident in the subdivision dnd if the major-
ity do not want the light, the City does not necessarily have to install them.

Mayor Brotherton stated that there have been cases in the past where residents did
not want lights and they were not installed.

Mr, Richard Peters, 23691 Longacre, asked if there would be any improvemerit made
on Gill and Drake Roads in this area,

City Manager Dinan stated that at the present time Gill and Drake Road are County
roads, and will remain under their control even if this area becomes part of the City.
The City has worked with the Oakland County Road Commission in improving certain
roads such as Nine Mile Road and Farmington Road where improvements were installed
and the County turned over jurisdiction to the City, but this must be by mutual consent
by both the Oakland County Road Commission and the City,

Mr, A, Charles, 23606 Whittaker, asked if this plat was registered and in the. hands of

the Township and have they agreed that this is the proper plat to use by the owner of
property there.

City Manager Dinan stated that it has not been recorded the Township. haé given pre-
liminary approval and are waiting for the engineer's plans and development of hard
backs for recording.

Mr, Charles stated that if the property and roads remain the same, there is no doubt in
his mind that Oakland will be the street to be used for residents to go.to the downtown
area.

' James Read, 23887 Wesley Drive, stated that he would verify the overall plannmg of
the Board of Education that calls- for schools as population requires to be placed in the
center. With the growth of the west part of the Township, eventually, perhaps, there
will be a school in Section 31, Meadowbrook Subdivision, This will eliminate bus
riders as they can walk to school

Mr. Peters, member of the Board of Education, stated that he dJ.d not remember that
the plans were submitted to the Board of Education and stated that the preliminary

plat should be re-submitted to the Board, He was sure that the Board would want a
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sidewalk easement between several of the lots where streets turn west,

Commissioner Nelson stated that there is an eight foot easement directly north of the
school building,

City Manager Dinan stated that this is a long range plan and did not include detail
picked up with actual approval on the various subdivision layouts The purpose of

this meeting is to receive comments from residents who would be affected, to see if

the City can include some of the cbjections and recommendations ‘when thls plan is
reviewed. .All comments will be taken into consideration for approval by the City.

He doubts that the preliminary approval by the Township would have legal status if

this area becomes a part of the City.

Mr, Albert Gains, 23522 Longacre, stated that it seemed that their subdivision was
being offered specml dispensation by not requiring sidewalks and asked if new sub-
divisions would.be required to install sidewalks .

City Manager Dinan stated.that new subdivisions would not be required to install
sidewalks but would have to install pavement of hard surface black topping. All ex-—
isting subdivisions remain the same and sidewalks or hard surfacing will be installed
only by majority petition of the residents in any block,

Mayor Brotherton stated that this is not a special favor and that any new subdivision

is required to install sidewalks-and pavement in the City. He stated that Floral Park
did not have sidewalks or pavement when they were annexed to the City and since the time
that they were annexed’, they requésted by petition by the majority to pave the streets and
- install sidewalks .by Special.Assessment Districts on a ten ysar basis.

Mr. Gains was concerned that in the future, the City would require that sidewalks and
paving be installed, that the Zoning Ordinance could be amended

Mavor Brotherton stated that this would not be required under the.basis of the zoning
that is established. He reminded Mr. Gains that any ordinance can be amended.

Mr. Robert Chesley, 23578 Longacre, asked if the roads in Woodcroft would remain -
similar to the Hillcrest Subdivision in the City that do not have sidewalks or pavement,
He questioned how long Hillerest Subdivision had been plated What was the procedure
if they desired the improvements ?

City Manager Dinan stated that Hillcrest Subdivision was platted 20 years ago.

Mayor Brotherton stated the City has had new regulations on sidewalks and pavement
since 1957 and these streets have not been changed. Hillcrest residents could petition
to have these improvements made under the special assessment procedure but they prefer
not have them,

Roger Winans, 34555 Oakland, stated that there is only one stop sign on Oakland between
Gill Road and downtown Farmington. He commented on the traffic speeds and questioned
the traffic consideration, ' .

Chairman Seibert stated that the Planning Commission had discussed opening outlets

to Grand River, however, no firm decision has been made. He stated that regardless of
the ocutcome of the electlon there will be a development and there will be an increase
in the traffic pattern.

Councilman Allen stated that the purpose of this meeting was to get opinions, many of
which are valid, and would be considered in the final evaluation of a particular plan
submitted by the developer. The Council will certainly take into consideration any
opinions before there is any development. This was in the minds of the Planning
Commission when this was presented to the residents,

R. W, Cox, 23867 Wesley Drive, commented on the street traff1c

Chairman Selbert stated that regardless of the outcome of the election, the land w111 be
developed and there will be an increase in the traffic pattern,

City Manager Dinan stated that the Planning Commission could consider the east west
pattern of traffic relative to Oakland Avenue and Arundel Road.

Marshall Sanders questioned the assessments on large 5 acre tract.of land along Freedom
Road.

A. FARMINGTON JAYCEES' LETTER RE: COMMUNITY ATTITUDE SURVEY

been recognized as the number one external project of the U, S, Jaycees and thru the
years, the Farmington Jaycees have conducted numerous projects which were felt to be

Advance publicity will begin October 13, 1965, and the question-
naire form will appear in the papers on the 27th of October. All organizations will be
contacted and given an opportunity to have a Jaycee speaker appear before each group
to explain the survey in an effort to get more complete participation.

The Jaycees state that it is their desire that the survey will receive the endorsement
from the City Council realizing that the more support and publicity that is given to the

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Letter read from Farmington Meadows Association stating that the Association forwarded

a letter to the Council on September 15, 1965 requesting the industries in Alta Berger
Subdivision be informed of existing ordinances on fire and nuisances and requesting their
cooperation by terminating the burning of trash on their property.

The letter states that numerous complaints have been received by abutting property and
other property owners in the immediate area, concerning noxious fumes, smoke, fly ash,
and embers from these "fires" which has resulted in irritation of nose and throat membranes
of various homeowners and actually resulted in a feeling of nausea on the part of people
affected, ]
Reference was made to various sections of the new Zoning Ordinance adopted May 22,1965,
They state that National Fire Prevention Week is being observed and this'is an approprlate
time for positive action by the governing body to enhance the public welfare in regards to
fire,

They ,requested that a report be forwarded to the Association following the investigation on
the action taken by the Council to prohibit the burning in this area and implement an effect-
ive trash removal,

City Manager Dinan reported that at the request of the Goun011 a letter was sent to all
industrial concerns relative to open burning at the same time the Association's letter was
drafted, actually beifore the indusiries had received his letter.

_Several of the industrial concerns have called the City relative to the installation of

“approved incinerators to cut down the open burning, Our Bulldlng Department is in the

process of developing standard specifications for approved incinerator construction and
we believe that this would be the total answer to this problem in this case, One or two
of the companies are going to use our rubbish disposal service in lieu of open burning

of paper from their office operations.

City Manager Dinan stated that it was his 1mpressmn that the industrial concerns will |
cooperate with the City in trying to reduce the possible nuisance from open burning, how-
ever, it may take some time before all these mcmerators can be constructed and put into
use,

The Public Safety Department has been alerted to the problem in the area and the City will
attempt to control the burning until proper incinerators can be installed to eliminate any
further nuisance to the neighborhood. )

City Manager Dinan reported that he had talked to Mr, Pell, 32631 Meadowlark, who

.stated that there had been an improvement in the problem since letters had been received

Mr. James Piatt, 21039 Meadowlark, representative for the Association, stated that he had
investigated the complaints and was of the opinion that the complaints were justified.

City Manager Dinan submitted a report prepared by the Public Safety Department statmg
that the department has completed a traffic survey of Farmington Road scuth of Ten Mile
Road. This survey indicates that present warning and regulatory signs are 1nadequate

and confusing, as indicated in the attached photos.

This department will work with the Department of Public Works to correct the balance of

It should be noted that the above measures are not the total answer, due to the physical . .
condition of the hill .and curves, However, this department will continue to increase I

enforcement in this area,
Chief Foltz stated that Mr, Osgood would not make a commitment on the lowering of the
speed limit north of Ten Mile Road until a further study has been made. The City has

requested a 35 mile limit in that area.
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MISCELLANEQUS .

A, FINANCIAL STATEMENT MONTH OF SEPTEMBER, 1965

" Councilman Allen asked if the budget expenditures for sidewalks in the amount of $122, 00
was the total of amount spent on this program.,.

City Manager stated that this was the total amount spent to date with the exception of
the sidewalks in the Downtown Park at Oakland and Grand River, The contract bid has
been awarded and this is a joint project with the Farmington Garden Club,

In answer to Councilman Allen's question regarding the possibility of having the Public
Works Department install sidewalks on a year around basis, the City Manager stated
that this requires qualified masons, the City would have to invest in forms and equipment
and it was more economical to award a contract bid. The Public Works Department does
repair work only.

Councilman Allen requested information method of carrying any balance of budget items not
concluded in the current fiscal year into the next fiscal year,

He stated that when the Council approved the proposed budget, funds are allocated for
certain programs and if a minimum amount is spent, the Council is not fulfilling its
commitment to the City as a whole.

City Manager stated that the budget is on performance, most of the surplus carried over
in a.vear is based on increased revenues in certain areas.

The budget is used.as a guide to try to provide certain improvements such-as capltal
.equipment, outlay and normal day by day operation.

B. GARBAGE & RUBBISH COLLECTION COMPLAINT .

Councilman Yoder stated that he had received complaints regarding,the garbage and rubbish
collection and stated that the City should investigate the services performed by Mr,
McCreedy and insisted on improved services and check the present contract.

City Manager Dinan stated that he had discussed this problem with Mr, McCreedy. A
record of complaints, are on file in the event the City wishes to negotiate with McCreedy.
He stated that the contractor is havmg numerous equipment breakdowns and there is a
problem in .securing employees,

The City Manager informed the Council that in the event they awarded a contract to another

_ for the purpose to discuss and confirm with the residents in the proposed annexation area

on the installation cost for sewer and water in the Woodcroft Subdivision and other perti~
nent information. :

Meeting called to order at 8:02_3 p.m. bii Mavor Brotherton ,

ROLL CALL: Mayor Brotherton, Councilmen Allen, Peterson, Thayer and Yoder present,
Absent: None,

CITY OFFICIALS PRESENT: City Manager Dinan, Clerk Quinn, Engineer Papke and Chief
Foltz,

Mayor Brotherton welcomed the residents present and stated that this was an official
meeting of the Council held to discuss and confirm with the residents of the afiected area
the installation cost for sewer and water in the Woodcroft Subdivision and other pertinent
information. He stated that commitments made by the Council would be firm made a part
of the official minutes and printed in the Farmington Enterprise,

Mavyor Brotherton stated that prior to this discussion, the City Manager would review the
recommendation from the Planning Commission on the Proposed Land Use Map changes
suggested at the Special Meeting, October 5, 1965, and review the assessment and com-
parative tax rates.

Clty Manager Dinan stated that the Planning Commission con31dered two Ob] ections to .
the proposed.Master Plan for the residents in the affected area:

1. Elimination of the east west Oakland Avenue extending west of Woodcroft Subdivision.
2. Providing for an access drive through the proposed City Park for pedestrian and vehic-
ular traffic utilizing the Longacre School site from the west,

It was pointed.out that Oakland Avenue would be used as a short cut into downtown Farm-
ington and cause excessive traffic into Woodcroft Subdivision, as well as in the City.

The traffic should be directed to use the major arteries such as Drake Road and Grand
River Avenue,

The Planning Commission recommended the following:

1, That Oakland Avenue not be extended west of the Woodcroft Subdivision, _

2. To advise the Planning Consultant to develop-a park layout providing for an access
drive at the proposed City Park along the northerly property line to provide access to the
Longacre School site.,

City Manager Dinan submitted a park s;te map showmg the access drive and the parkmg
lot to be located on the northeast corner of the park.,

City Manager Dinan stated that one other question was raised by the residents relative to
installation of a sidewalk on Arundel by PTA members of the Longacre School and approved
by the Oakland County Road Commission.

He stated that it is the opinion of the City Attorney, Robert J, Kelly, that if this area be-
. comes part of the City, the Council would have to approve this installation.

City Manager Dinan stated that according to the regulations established, this sidewalk
would not be installed unless requested by a majority of the property owners,

Mr. Hector LeBlanc, 36318 Freedom Road, questioned the closing of Oakland west of the
Woodcroft Subdivision and suggested that it be open to Drake Road to provide access for
the Fire Department.

City Manager Dinan stated that the Fire Department normally uses main roads which are
safer, more practlcal and the heavy fire equipment traveling on the narrow gravel road
could be dangerous.

City Manager Dinan requested that Chief Foliz explain the Public Safety Department's
procedure,

Chief Foltz stated that the Public Safety Department is an. mtegrated police and fire
department. All officers are well trained and all cars are equipped for fire fighting.
The City is divided into districts with back up cars available for emergencies, The .
fire trucks respond within two minutes., In 1964, 50% of the fires were extinguished
by police cars. So far in 1965, patrol cars have extinguished 64% of the fires and this
vear the Department has added an emergency truck that carries oxygen to the fleet and
has answered 96 resuscitator calls, Chief Foltz stated that he was very proud of the
Public Safety Department and invited the residents to tour the Department at the close.

is one of the largest Subdivisions paying taxes and their roads are full of ruts' and he
also mentioned Nine Mile at Folsom,

City Manager Dinan stated that Nine Mile Road is a County road, The trouble in Alta
Loma Subdivision is that it does not have a gravel base and is a used soil base which
is sub-grade. The City Council suggested that they install a hard surface pavement
~ and the residents do not want the improved pavement,

The City patches this road every spring and due to the poor base and drainage the

patching is only temporary and not a permanent solution,

.The subdivision was platted in 1953 and the regulations were not as strict as they are
today.

Mayor Brotherton stated that the City has spent a lot of money and the patching 1s not a

good arrangement, however, the residents did not want an improved pavement on a

special assessment district,

George Hume, 23700 Wesley Drive, questioned if the annexatlon is approved, Would

the City assume jurisdiction over Glll Road.

City Manager Dinan stated that Gill Road is a County Road The City has taken over

jurisdiction of certain County roads such as Farmington Road and. received credit from

the State from the Gas & Weight Tax allocations and Gill Road would be considered a

secondary road.

Mr. Hume stated that he had tried to receive help ﬁ'om the City to provide chloride to

Mr. Charles Hazen, 22870 Irederick stated that he owned a vacant-lot and questloned
the installation of water and sewer if this area is annexed,

City Manager Dinan stated that it is a matter of policy, the Council prefers that all
major improvements be petitioned by a majority of owners. Improvements are paved by.
lineal front footage within a block, The rate of $4,50 per lineal foot for water is for the
residents in Woodcroft Subdivision and present owners in the area.

Mr. T. G. Hildebrandt, 34901 Grand Rlver asked if Grand River would be provided W1th
sewers, L

City Manager Dinan stated that there were no defmlte cost figures for sewers on Grand
River at this time. The only firm rate has been established for the Woodcroft Subdivision

Mr, W, Logan, 23523 Wesley Drive, questioned if the: present water line to the Long-.

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Mr, A, Gaines, 23522 Longacre, questioned the estimated cost for Township improvements
against the cost submitted by the City, especially the lateral cost, He stated that the
estimated Township costs were a commitment to the County. In his opinion, the City
could not install.these.improvements cheaper than the Township,

City Manager .Dinan stated that.Mr., Chesley submitted the estimated costs recelved from
the Township six months ago.

Mr, Chesley verified the estimates by the Township and was informed that a firm cost
could not be given until the residents approved these improvements.

City Manager Dinan stated that if these improvements are made by the City, it will not
connect into the Tarabusi Arms or the Farmington Evergreen Interceptor Sewer, also, no
commitment will be made to the County, according to the City's bonding attorney.

There will be a settlement paid to the Township upon separation, The liabilities are
determined on the assessment valuation of the area involved, The area equalized is one
million and the total Township is 90 million, so this whole area constitutes 1% of the
total debt on the entire Township. The total debt projected obligation cost is $2,800.,00
per year for this section. The area west of Drake Road will go into the Tarabusi Arms

and the City projects the tap in fee is less than $350.00 and will more than cover the
$2800,00 obligation involved in the actual separation,

Mr, R, Jeffery, 23635 Wesley Drive, commented on the Township ‘costs for the proposed
improvements against costs in other cities. He stated that he approved-the annexation
wholeheartedly. .

Mrs. Cook questioned the length of time required to tie into the water and sewer systems,
City Manager Dinan stated that the residents did not have to tie into the water lines or
sewer lines, however, if there was any health problems, the County Health Department

- Mr, LeBlanc stated that he lived on Preedom Road beyond Drake Road and he has 335 ft,
frontage,

ity of owners by petition. ., '

Mr, Charles questioned the election procedure,

City Manager Dinan stated that the City at large will vote and the reglstered voters in the
Township affected area. The majority vote by both the City and the Township is necessary
to approve the annexation of this area.

Mr. Leonard Slegel Archltect submitted a renderlng of the prOposed pro;ect It provides
for covered tenant parking and floor plans for generous living quarters. The first floor is
completely fire proof with two stairways fireproofed for every 8 units.

He stated 'that they have carefully evaluated the gradgs, elevation and these buildings
are constructed on a new grade established so that it will not impair the flood plain in

"any way,. There is_more storage capacity in regards to safety. All living quarters are

well above levels of the 1947 flood. They, contacted the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers

for a-study of the previous flood levels in this area. .In order to get proper dramage they
raised the: parking area one foot above the site.

City Manager Dinan stated that the number of units was reduced to 91 to have greater land
area than necessary for densrcy requirements. Both side and rear setbacks conform with
the ordinance.

The ordinance requires that a masonry wall be constructed where adjacent to reS1dent1al
and a greenbelt could be substituted for the wall if a majority of affected re51dents desired
it,

City Manager Dinan stated that the City Engineer and the U .S. Army Corps of Engineers
studies show that with proper grading, this area will not change the capacity of retention
wibh the present conditions. Through construction of these units, there will be no physmal
change in the capacity of the area and will not affect upstream condltlons )

The nature trail has been widened to 60 feet and would be dedicated to the city. It would
start north of Shlawassee through the valley, cross the City Park then aiong Power and
Grand River. Pedestrians could cross the bridge at Powers take steps to Grand R1ver to
south of Grand River to limits at Nine Mile,

City Manager Dinan stated that the description of the area has to be the same as the legal
description of the tax rolls which is a resubdivision of lots in Brookdale Subd1V181on and

Mr. Sanderson stated that if the rezoning is approved the apartments would be built in~
1966 If the residents adjacent desired a greenbelt in lieu of the wall he Would discuss any
request, however, at the present time the wall is required by ordmance

Councilman Allen 1nformed the residents that the new Zoning Ordinance provides that where
20% of the affegted residents file a petition with the City Clerk to oppose a rezoning, it
requires a three fourth (3/4) vote of the City Council to pass. The City Clerk has the
petition on file.

Mr, Carl Shaw, 31831 Valleyview, stated that his property abuts the proposed prOJect
and this is the best possible use for this land. He stated that until the City adopted a.
dumping ordinance this area was used as a dumping ground, dead elm trees were not re-
moved,. If this area 1s cleared of debris, the contours:- straightened out, it would beau-
tify the property.

* Mr. V. O, Bates, 33113 Thomas . questioned the advantages to the City to approve this
request, and cost of services. He stated that he was opposed to apartments and re-
minded the Council that density is an important issue, He stated that the Council does
not have the facts on density or cost to supply services, -

City Manager Dinan.stated that this project would be easy to service, The area is
policed now and the garbage and rubbish cost would be small due to garbage disposals
in the units and incinerators installed.

A, ENGINEERING REPORT. :

City Manager Dinan read the hlghllghts of the detalled report prepared by City
Engineer, Francis A, Papke, P,E. on specific requirements requested by the
City Council as to the effect upon the storage area of the flood plain north of
Grand River Avenue,

A great deal of detail in the site and grading plans (to determine the amount of storage

volume within the affected area) will be required to adequately review the plans,
The "existing" topography map, final grading plans, cross-section drawings and
computation shall be prepared by a registered civil engineer and sealed by the
same engineer.

The report listed eight requlrements and it was.the considered opinion of Mr,
Papke that, when the foregoing minimum requirements are complied with, the
project will have no adverse effect upon the water storage volume within the
