02-00-048  MOTION by Mitchell, seconded by Campbell, to grant permission to 
conduct the Farmington Area Family Fest on June 22, 23, and 24, 2000; to adopt a 
resolution authorizing the Department of Public Safety to apply to the State of Michigan 
Department of Transportation for a parade permit to close Grand River on June 24, 
2000 from 8:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m., agreeing that the City of Farmington will fulfill all 
permit requirements and hold the State of Michigan harmless for any liability resulting 
from the closing of Grand River and authorize City Departments to provide services for 
the Farmington area Family Fest.

CONSIDERATION TO INTRODUCE TRAFFIC CONTROL ORDINANCE C-666-2000 
TO PROVIDE FOR "CUSTOMER PARKING ONLY" AREA.  Administration advised 
that Council and the Traffic & Safety Board have tried to address parking problems in 
the Central Business District.  Administration requested that Council consider an 
ordinance to establish 18 parking spaces behind businesses on Grand River and 
designate these spaces as "Customer Parking Only."

Ordinance C-666-2000 amending Chapter 5, adding Section 5.43 providing for 
"Customer Parking Only" at the rear and adjacent to businesses from 33304 to 33318

CONSIDERATION OF BID AWARD FOR CITY HALL CARPETING.  Administration 
advised that two bids were received for carpeting in the City Manager's office and the 
Clerk/Treasurer's office area.

$5,585.00; funding provided in the current fiscal year budget and subsidized by a 50% 
matching federal grant administered through the Rouge River Watershed Program.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND TRAFFIC CONTROL ORDERS 
 
 

THE CITY OF FARMINGTON ORDAINS: 
 
That the Traffic Control Order issued by the Director of Public Safety of the City of 
Farmington, dated February 4, 1972, is hereby amended as follows:  Chapter 5, ADD 
section 5.43 as provided for in Section 31-196 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of 
Farmington. 
 
 
 
Chapter 5 - PROHIBITED PARKING 
 
 
 ADD: 
 
 
 Section 5.43 - Municipal lot north of Grand River and east of Farmington Road 
 
  (a) "Customer parking only" to the rear of and adjacent to the 
   businesses from 33304 Grand River to 33318 Grand River.
