At this point, Mayor Burwell opened the meeting up to
questions from the Audience.

Mr. Samuel S. Street, National Franchising Director of United
Nederlander Cable Television Company, stated that he circulated a
letter to the Councils indicating that they do not agree with Mzx.
Horn's report. They feel that a thorough review of the final report
clearly indicates that a number of discrepancieés; errérs and incon-
sistancies in Metrovision's proposal went unnoticed. He felt that
the errors are substantial enough to merit reconsideration of the
final rankings submitted by CTIC. The letter dated January 19, 1982,
outlines these matters.

Mr. Peter Newell, President of Omnicom of Michigan, Inc., -stated
that they felt the Consultant had done a good job. His Company feels
that the guestion of the rates requires more understanding én the part
of the cities and felt that there are some things that the cities should
explore. He added that if you automatically take the- Company that is
ranked No. 1, you have left the decision up to the consultant. He felt
that-the cities should establish their own priorities. He stated that
he is proposing that the cities step back for a moment and ask what the
priorities are and try to get a better understanding of the rate struc-
tures. He-requested that each of the companies be given an opportunity
to make another presentation.

Mr., Aldo Vagnosi of Farmington Hills stated that he agreed with
the last speaker. He added that in Farmington Hills, they were promised
a Public Hearing before any decision was made. He also asked what assur-
ances do we have that the rates are firm and what assurance do we have
that any of the three companies will not go into advertising.

Mrs. Celeste Miller of Novi outlined her concern as follows:

When there are overlapping cable units, it is hoped that the City
will select the site and facilities for community access services.
There should be  a public place, such as the Library where people
who cannot afford the services of the highest level tiers, can have
access to them. ’
She is interested in how the program content would be controlled
and how the community access and public access channels would be con-
trolled. She hopes that there will be a.community cable commission
and that it would have citizens on it and that it will have some en-
forcement and regulatory powers to assist in its monitoring function.

She also hopes that there might be a way to handle training and
community members for community access that this will alsc have citi-
zens of the community in the consortium.

Should the FCC deregulation of cable cccur, she would hope that
the cities Ordinances, contracts, and franchises would be able to stand
up as a regulatory contract.

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Mr. Horn stated in answer to Mr. Vagnosi's questions
that the proposals clearly indicate at what periods rate
requests would be considered. Each Council would have to
act upon any rate increase. There is no control on the Pay
TV rates themselves.

As to the question on advertising, all three companies
stated that there would be some advertising. It wouldibe on
the Educational access or the local government access.t\hkﬂ’

Xathleen Mutch of Novi asked questions as to any safeguards
against bankruptcy of the Companies. She agreed with the proposal
of Omnicom to loock over the information and give oppoxrtunity for
the citizens to sit down with the Councils and let you know our
concerns.

Mrs. Audrey Mariner, Cable TV Office of Oakland University, in-
guired as to the feasability of interceonnecting with adjoining cable
companies and into a countywide system.

Mr. Horn stated that those items are covered in the Ordinance.

Mayor Burwell at this point, suggested the Public Hearing closed
and stated that each Company would be given five minutes to make any
presentation that they wished.

Mr. Henry Harxis, President of Metrovision, Inc., stated that they
guaranteed in their bid a three year rate freeze. The first projected
rate increase is in the 6th year. He added that a rate increase would
have to be approved by the Councils. He also stated that they do in-
tend to sell some advertising on certain channels. They feel it is a
service that helps the promotion of local business.

After a questioning period by the Council Members,

Mr. Peter Newell, President of Omnicom of Michigan, stated that
their rates are guaranteed for two years., He added that they expect
to be reasonable with regquests for increases every two to four years,
With regard to advertising, they will carry local advertising. He
also spoke to the "Rate of Return" question raised in the final report.
He stated they use the cash flow rate of return and in their case the
P.C.U. method makes their rate of return look high. He felt it might
be well to investigate why twc companies with the same expected rate
of return come up 26% different in the Final Report.

Mr. Edward Kriewall, City Manager of Novi, stated that in line
with what Mr. Newell has said and the comments made by Mrs. Mutch of
Novi, it should be pointed out that the philosophies of the communities
are reflected in the R.F.P. (Request for Proposals)

‘Mr. Samuel S. Street, ‘of United Nederlander, stated that their com-
pany is a public company that has been in business for 28 years. They
also guaranteed the rates for ‘two years and stated they are very competi-
tive on the rates. He also indicated that they would be doing some
advertising.

Mayor Burwell thanked each of the Companies for their participation.
In reply to a gquestion regarding a timetable, Mr. Horn stated
that all three companies would complete construction of the system
within 18 months.

Mayor Bennett opened the Public Hearing_which three people attended.

City Manager Deadman called upcon G. Horner to highlight some of
the past expenditures of the Community Development- Programs in
which the City has been involved since 1875. Since that time,
Farmington has received $91,746.,25 for program activities which
through the years included park development, planning and manage-
ment, downtown beautification, rehabilitation loans and grants,
road repair and resurfacing, sidewalk projects and the removal of
architectural barriers. All funds allocated have been expended
except those for the 1981 Grand River Sldewalk Improvement Project
which will begin in the spring.

Mr. Deadman suggésted that some of ‘the currently unim-
proved streets (Adams and Grace, Sherwood and Shaw) have little
opportunity for improvement without a community subsidy, because
for the most part they have no front property lines.

Mr. Deadman indicated that a second public hearing was scheduled
for February 15 to consider the allocation of 1982-83 Community
Development funds, and a list of eligible activities was presented
to prepare Counc11 for future allocations.

QF REAL PROPERTY
Coun011 considered an Assessed Valuatlon Report from Oakland
County Department of Equallzatlon Dlrector Herman Stephens,
stating that by using the current market data to evaluate property
values in Farmington, the city will receive a factor of 1.0 for
1982. This would permit a zero increase in the equalized assessed
valuations in Farmington.

By ﬁsing current market data, the County found that the assessed
valuations of property in Farmington as compared to market value
have a range of between 45 and 50%, which is permissible under
the procedures established by the County When using a 30-month
study, however, property values for 1982 would increase 12% over
the 1981 State Equalized Value for residential property.

Although recent sales figures are dropping, an increase would be
in order if the County were to consider 30-month sales figures
during 1979 and 1980. By using only the current market values
as determlned by recent 12-month sales, the County is attempting
to glve the taxpayer every possible consideration in determlnlng
thelr current State Equalized Property Values.

The State Tax Commission, however, has challenged this brocedure
as it deviates from long-standing practices. Director Stephens
has written the State Tax Commission attempting to persuade them

to allow tax assessors to use current market values to determine

1982 assessed valuations. He argues that if the 30-month average
is used this year, most properties will be assessed in excess of

* 50% of their property value as of December 31, 1981,

Manager Deadman informed Council that the administration has com-
pleted its evaluation of the fire equipment needs of the Public
Safety Department for the coming year. It has been sufficiently
proven to the administration that the Department could effectively
utilize the capacity of a flre 1adder truck in its everyday fire
suppression function,

Manager Deadman requested Director of Public Safety Seifert to
inform Council of the results of the Department's inquiry into
assembling the various components of a fire pumper ladder truck.
The Department has developed an equipment plan which would require
the purchase of a Ford C-800 chassis. This chassis would be
delivered to SpanCo Ladder Company in the State of Kansas for the
installation of a 65 ft. steel hydraulically operated ladder which
meets the NFPA fire standards for a fire ladder. The chassis and
ladder would then be delivered to the apparatus assembler for the
installation of a fire .pumper, hose beds and other equipment com-
ponents.

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~Fire Pumper is scheduled for this year, because it is nearly 30
vears o0ld and replacement parts are no longer readily available.
Manager Deadman presented Council with a report developed by
Director of Public Safety Seifert, including supporting informa-
tion submitted by Fire Marshal Maddison.

As a result of an analysis of the Department's fire equipment needs,
the Public Safety Department has determined the need to improve its
laddering capabilities, Their tallest ground ladder at present is

45 ft. high, requiring a minimum of five men to raise it. Call-back
personnel must be relied upon to use this ladder. Depending on road
conditions and manpower availability, 10 to 15 minutes response time
is required even when using the ladder tower at Ten Mile and Haggerty
Roads, which is provided through the Mutual Aid Agreement with
Farmington Hills.

The Department has determined that a hydraulically operated 65 ft.
aerial ladder would provide sufficient height to allow firemen to
mount the roofs of nearly all structures in the City. Mutual aid
from Farmington Hills would still be available if major rescue
operations were necessary from higher structures.

After reviewing quotations from two.fire apparatus companies for
the construction of a fire pumper truck and components, the Depart-

PROPOSED ESTABLISHMENT OF INTRA~-COUNTY
DRAIN: TARABUSI CREEK

. The, Clty Manager pointed out on a large map the entire area affected
by serious drainage probleéms in the Cities of Farmington, Farmington
Hills and Novi. Farmington has received a request from the City of
Farmington Hills Council to participate in an Intra-County Drain
under Chapter 20 of the State Drain Code. TUndexr Chapter 20 pro-
visions, once two parties agree to petition the Drain Commissioner,

the process beglns with public hearings and-so-forth. Finally, the
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Drain Commiisn.oner will determine the need to establlsh the drainage .
district entitled the Tarabu51 Creek District.

As the size of the pipe dellverlng water to the City of Farmington

is 1ncrease , more water will flow through the City of Farmington
during stor times, and into the City of Farmington Hills; ultimately
into Livoni The pipe and creek area, therefore, must be of a size
sufficient o cope with this kind of runoff, or Farmington and
certain |portions of Farmington Hills will experience flooding.

The City of |Farmington Hills .Engineers, Hubbell, Roth and Clark,
made a stud of the entire district . and determined that the City of
Farmingt § using up more capacity in the Tarabusi Creek than we
are typlcaliy entitled to based on standards which have been accepted
by engineers for many years. To accommodate the City of Farmington

The amount
of the property requested for rezoning was reduced from approxi-
mately 8.5 acres to 7.5 acres as a result of the reduced retail
space.

The subcommittee further determined that the C-3 zoning requested
by the developer was not needed to accomplish the developer's
purposes, as C-2 (Community Commercial) Zoning would be adequate.

The City Planner's Opinion Letter indicated that the amended

rezoning aprlication and Site Plan stated that the general magnitude
of the proposed center, together with the existing floor area, is
reasonably related to the market area's purchasing power; also that
the proposed center could be viewed as protecting the Central Business
Digstrict's southerly flank from competition in Livonia.

After reviewing all recommendations presented, the Planning Commission
voted unanimously to recommend to City Council that the City Zoning

- Ordinance be amended to allow the rezoning of the 7.5 acre parcel

from ERO (Education-Research-Office) to C2 (Community Commercial).

PROPOSED CABLE TELEVISION FRANCHISE
. ORDINANCE
Council considered proposed Ordinance C-486-82, the Cable Television
Franchise Ordinance.

Manager Deadman advised that the proposed ordinance would grant
to MetroVision of QOakland County, Inc., the right to install cable
television within the City right-of-way. The duration of the
franchise will be fifteen years from the date the franchise is
awarded; renewal procedures to be established. The ordinance
incorporates all of the equipment, services and rates proposed

by -MetroVision in its proposals to the Cities of Farmington,
Farmington Hills 'and Novi. MetroVision's construction plan maps
are incorporated by reference, thus establishing the construction
schedule. Construction must begin within twelve months of the
granting of the franchise, and must be completed within two years.

MetroVision has guaranteed that subscriber rates will remain the
same for three years. Twenty-two channels are offered in a five-
tier system, including provisions for basic services, at the low
rate of $2.45. Tier Three services are offered at $7.25 per month,
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and include 'some stations not previously servicing the Detroit
Metropoliiitan Area, as well as public access programming. Paid
movie channels are offered from $4.50 to $7.50 per month per

channel.

A Special Meeting was held on Wednesday, April 14, 1982, at 7:30 p.m.
in the Farmington Hills City Hall, 31555 Eleven Mile Road, Farmington
Hills, Michigan. Notice of the meeting was posted in compliance
with Public Act 267-1976.

PRESENT ; ' Mayor Eennett, Councilmen Mitchell, Yoder, Tupper
ABSENT : Councilman Hartsock.

ALSO PRESENT: City Manager Deadman, Betty Arnold, (Farmington
Area Advisory Council), John Pinkerman (Farmington Youth Assistance)

Mayor Bennett chaired the joint council meeting between the
Councils of the City of Farmington and the City 'of Farmington
Hills. He stated that the purpose of the joint meeting was for
the two Councils to review those  agencies which are funded by
the City of Farmington and the City of Farmington Hills. Budget
proposals will be reviewed in each of these agencies.

Mayor Bennett requested members of the Farmington Community Library
‘Board and the Library Administrator to present their proposed
budget for 1982-83. Council members asked several questions
pertinent to proposed cuts in library services. The joint Councils
instructed the Library Board to prepare an additional budget pro-
posal which would include the levels of services which could be
provided at reduced levels of funding.

Mayor Bennett requested the budget proposal from the Farmington
Area Advisory Council for the coming fiscal year. Ms. Betty
Arnold stated that they were proposing-a minimum increase in the
level of funding of approximately six per cent over the previous
year, The agency is receiving larger contributions from health
care insurance companies for those who seek services from the
Farmington Area Advisory Council. Ms. Arnold pointed out that
the City of Farmington Hills contributed additional funds in the
previous fiscal year to finance an additional drug rehabilitation
counselor. She requested the City of Farmington consider funding
its share of the cost of the counselor.

Mayor Bennett requested presentation of the 1982-83 budget pro-
posal from Farmington Youth Assistance. Mr. John Pinkerman and
Board members presented a proposed budget for the coming year.
The budget includes the implementation of a new program. The
program is called "Latch Key" in which Farmington Youth Assistance,
with the cooperation of the Farmington School District and the
Farmington YMCA, would begin a program of child care after school
until the working parents ‘could pick up their children. They
requested $5,000 in seed money to begin the pilot program.
Council generally agreed that because of the extremely difficult
fiscal year facing the cities, they would not be willing to fund
any new pilot program in the coming year.
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Council yeviewed the budget of the Farmington Area Arts Com-—
mission.; This budget would basically provide for the same
level of funding as the previous year's budget.

be. served by extension of system past occupied dwelling units equivalent to

‘a demsity of thirty (30) homes per mile of street. Extension shall be at

Grantee's cost. If undergrounding is required by regulatiou; Grantee must
make installation at Grantee's expense. Where aerial extension is allowed
by regulatiomn, but underground installation is requested by benefitted |
subscribefs, the cost of undergrounding that excéeds estimated aerial

exéénsioﬁ cost may be charged to benefitted subscribers. -

‘Areas not contiguous to initial service area shall be serviced in the

following manner:

The Grantee will extend service to all areas where there are 20
homes per mile or moxe. This would include all new developments. An
additional connection charge is permitted for homes in these areas calcu~-
lated in the following manner. The Cémpany will determine its investment
per . mile of CATV plant. This nﬁmber will then be divided by 30 (the
nu;bér of homes the Company agrees to serve per mile with no additional

charges). The resulting figure will be the Company's required investment

f 3
per home and this will then be multiplied by the numbér of potential

. subscribers requesting service. The product will then be the Company's

jnvestment to serve the number of subscribers requesting service. The
différence between this required investment and the cost of the plant
mileage mnecessary to reach these subscribers will be divided equally

among these potential subscribers and will constitute the additiopal

installation charge.
(b) Early Extension
In areas not meeting the requirements for mandatory extension of

service, Grantee shall provide, upon the request of five (5) or more poten-
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tial subscribers desiring service, an estimate of the costs required to

extend service to said subscribers. Grantee shall then extend service

upon request of said potential subscribers according éo the rate schedule.
Grantee may require advance payment or assurance of payment satisfactory to
Grantee. The amount paid by subscribers for early extension shall be non-
refundable, and in the event the area subsequently reaches the density
required fﬁr mandatory extension, such payments Ehall be treated as consider-
ation for.early extension. -

" (c) New Development Undergrounding

In cases of new construction or property development where utilities
are to be placed underground, the developer or property owner shall giva-z
Grantee reasonable notice of such construction or developmenf, and of the
particular date on which open trenching will be available for Grantee's
installation of coﬁduit, pedestals and/or vaults, and laterals to be pro-
vided at Grantee's expense. Grantee shall also provide specifications as
neéded for trenching.

Costs of trenchiﬁg and easements required to bring service to the devel-
opment shall be borne by the deyqloper or property owner; except that if
Grantee fails to imnstall its condﬁit, pedestals and/or vaults, and laterals
within five (5) working days of the date the trenches are available, as
designated in the notice ‘given by the developer ‘or property owner, then
should the trenches be closed after the five (5) day period, the cost of
new trenching is to be porne by Grantee. Except for the notice of the
particular date on which trenching will be available to Grantee, any
notice provided to Grantee by City of a preliminary plat request shall
satisfy the requirement of reasonable notice if sent to the 1local

general manager or system engineer of Grantee prior to approval of the
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b. Special Ageeements .

Nothing herein. shall be- construed to prevent drantee from serving
areas not covered under this section upon agréement with developers, pro-
perty owners, or residents.

¢. Delay in Construction Timetable

. Any . d;lay beyond the terms of this timétable, uniesé specifically
appr\oved by the Council, will be considered a violation of this ‘ordinance
for which the provisions of either Section 22 or Section 23 ;hall apply,
as determined by the Council. ‘

d. Aerial Drops Exceeding 400 Feet

With respect to requests for coﬁhecfion requiring an aerial drop line in
excess of four huﬁdred (400) feet, the Grantee must extend and make avail-
able cable television service to such residents at a connection charge

not to exceed the actual installation costs -incurred by the Grantee for this

- distance exceeding four hundred (400) feet.

SECTION 7. CONSTRUCTION AND TECHNICAL STANDARDS

a. Compliance with Construction and Technical Standards

Grantee shall construct, install, operate and maintain its system in
a manner consistent with all laws, ordinances, construction standards,
governmental requirements, ¥CC technical standards, and detailed standards

submitted by Grantee as part of its application, which standards are in-

corporated by reference herein. In addition, Grantee shall provide the

"City, upon request, with a written report of the results of Grantee's

annual proof of performance tests conducted pursuant to FCC standards
and requirements. Grantee shall pay the costs incurred by the City for

any technical assistance deemed necessary by the City for obtaining in-
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dependent verification of technical compliance with all standards.

b. Additional Specifications

Constructibn; installation and maintenance of the éable_communications
system shall be performed in an orderly and workmanlike manner. All cables
and wires shall be installed, where possible, parallel with an& in the same
manner as electric and telephone lines. ﬁultiple cable configurations shall
be arrangeé in parallel and bundled with due x?spect for engineering con-
sidé}ations: Underground installations shall be in conformance with appli-*
cable codes.

The Grantee shall maintain equipment capablie of providing sfandby
power for headend, transportation and truﬁk anplifiers for a minimum of
four (&) hours.

Grantee shall at all times comply with:

(1) National Electrical Safety Code (National Bureau of Staﬁdards);

(2) National Electrical Code (National Bureau of Fire Underwriters);

(3) Bell System Code of Pole Line Construction; and
(4) Applicable FCC or other Federal, State and local ordinances and

regulations.

In any event, the system shall.not endanger or interfere with the safety

of persons oxr property in the franchise area or other areas where the Grantee

may have equipment located.

SECTION 8. TRANSFERS AND ASSIGNMENTS

a. This franchise shall noﬁ be assigned or tramsferred, either in wﬁole-
or in part, or leased, sublet, or mortgaged in any manner, nor shall title
thereto, either legal or equitable or any right, interest or property therein,
pass to or vest in any'persoﬁ without the prior written consent of the City.
The proposed assignee must show technical ability, financial capability,
legal quaiifications and general character qualifications as determined by

the City and must agree to comply with all provisions of the franchise.

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City shall be deemed to have consented to a proposed transfer or assign-

ment in the event its refusal to consent is mnot communicated in writing
to Grantee within one hundred twenty (120) days f.ol'lowing receipt of
written notice of the proposed transfer or assignment.

b. The Grantee shall promptly n-otify the City of any actual or
proposed_ change in, or transfer of, or acquisition by any other party of,
con-trol' of the Grantee. The word‘ "control‘" as. used herein is not limited
to “major stockholders but includes actual working control in whateven
manner exercised. Every change, transfer, or acquisition of control of the
Grantee 'shall make the franchise subject to cancellation unless and until
the City shall have consented thereto, which consent will not be un-
reasonably withheld. TFor the purpose of determining whether it shall
consent to such change, transfgr, or acquisition of control, the City may
inquire into the qualifications of the prospective controlling party, and
the Grantee shall assist the City in any such ;anuiry.

c. A rebuttable presumption that a transfér of control has occurred

. . )
shzll- arise upon the. acquisition or accumulation by any person or group of
persons of 10 percent of the voting interest of the Grantee.

d.  The consent or approval of the City Council to any transfer of
the franchise shall not constitute a waiver or release of the rights of
the City in and teo the streets; and any transfer shall by its terms, be
expressly subordinate to the temms and conditions of tl.his franchise.

e. 1In any absence of extraordinary circumstances, the City will not
approve any transfer or assignment of the franchise prior to substantial
completion of comstruction of proposed system.

f. The' City Council reserves the right to review the purchase price

of any transfer or assignment of the cable system. Any assignee to the

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franchise expressly agrees that any negotiated sale value which the Council
(acting upon professional advice) deems unreasonable will not be considered
in the rate base for any subsequent request for rate increases.

g. Iﬁ no event shall a transfer of ownership or control be approved
without successor in interest becoming a signatory to this franchise agree-

ment. .

SECTION 9. SUBSCRIBER SERVICE RATES

“ a. -Initial Rates ' ) -
(1) The ‘Grantee shall -establish initial rates for its services in
accordance with the rates contained in Grantez's application for this

franchise and in accordance with Exhibit B attached hereto and made a

part hereof.
(2) Initial basic service rates shall be effective for a minimum of
three (3) years from the date the provision of cable service to subscribers

commences or upon completion of construction proposed for the first two
(2) years, whichever périod is longer.

b. Minimum Timing of Requests. The Grantee may initiate a rate change
at any time after above-statéd period, provided not more than one (1)‘re-
quest may be made by the Grantee in any twelve (12) month period.

c. Rates Subject to Review. The Council shall have the authority to

review the subscriber contract document, if any, and review the following
] .
rates, fees and charges:

(1) -Rates for the provision of basic service to subscribers, whether
residential or commercial.

(2) Rates for the connection, installation and reinstatement (in-
cluding converters) of basic service, whether residential or

commercial.

(3) Rates for imstallation, connection and reinstatement of basic
service where unusual circumstances exist such as remote or

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inaccessible subscriber locations or subscriber requested under-
ground service drops.

d. The Grantee may ﬁetition the Council for a change in rates by fil-
ing a.propogéd rate schedule with the City Clerk which petition shall in-
clude the justification(s) for the proposed schedule. Said petition silall
be filed at least sixty (60) days prior to the requested-implement.ation date
of the rate change.. .One (1) copy of the petition shall remain on file with
the City Clerk and be opeﬁ for public inspection.

e. Within sixty (60) days of the filing of the petition for ra£;
change, the Council may hol& an appropriate public hearing to. consider

the proposed rate change, at which hearing all persons desiring to be heard,

including the Grantee, shall be heard on any matter, including but not

limited to, the performance of this franchise, the Grantee's services, and
the proposed new rates.

f. Upon notice of any public hearing as provided in subsection (e),
the Graﬁtee shall notify its -subscribers of the éime, place aﬁa subject ’
matter of the public hearing by announcement on at least two (2) channels

of its system between the hours of 7:06 p-m. and 9:00 p.m., for at least

‘five (5) consecutive days prior to the hearing. In addition, notice of

any public hearing shall be published in a mnewspaper of local general
circulation at least once, but not less than seven (7) days before the
public heﬁring. .

g. Within sixty (60) days after said hearing, the Council shall
render a :written decision on the Grantee's petition, either accepting,
rejecting, modifying or deferring the same and vreciting the basis of
its decision. The Council shall considexr, inter alia, the following
factors in approving or disapproving the petition:

(1) the ability of the Grantee to render system services and to

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derive a reasonable profit therefrom under the existimg rate
schedule and under the proposed rate schedule;

(3) the efficiency of the Grantee;

(7) the extent to which the Grantee has adhered to the terms of

The Council shall no£ consider any valuation based upon this franchise
or the Granfee's goodwill and these items of value shall neither be amortized
as an expense nor shall a return be paid on them.

h. If the Council fails to render a written decision either accepting,

rejecting, modifying, or deferring Grantee's petition within sixty (60) days

. after said hearings, the Grantee shall thereafter be entitled to put its pro-

posed new rates into effect on a provisional basis, provided that it shall

keep a full and accurate accounting of all income resulting from said provi-

sional rates and shall be obliged for a period of sixty (60) days thereafter
to refund the amount by which said provisional rates exceeé the rates ulti-
mately established by the Council. Upon request by the Council, the Grantee
shall provide & bond or other reasonable surety to insure that possible re-
funds due*under this spbsection shall be promptly made.

The Grantee's accounting records applicable to this system shall be avail-

able for inspection Dby the City at all reasonable times. The Council shall

have access to records of financial transactions for the purpose of

verifying -burden rates or other indirect costs prorated to this particular
operation. The documents listed above shall include sufficient detail and/

or fFfootnotes as may be necessary to provide the Council with the information

needed to make accurate determinations as to the financial condition of the

system. ~All financial statements shall be prepared in accordance with

generally accepted accounting principles by an independent Certified Public

Accountant,

SECTION 10. PAYMENT OF FRANCHISE FEE

a. For the reason that the streets to be used by the Grantee in the

Pl 4

operation "ofv jts system within the boundaries of the City are valuable

public properties acquired and maintained by the City at great expense to its

taxpayers, and that the grant to the Grantee to the said streets is a valuable

property right without which the Grantee would be required to invest substan-
tial capital in right-of-way costs and acquisitions, and because the City
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will incur costs in regulating and administering the franchise, and at the
option of the Council, the City may make availﬁble a portion of the frgnchise
fee to further the development of public'and community ﬁses of cable TV, -the
Graﬁtée shall pay to the City an amount equal to three percent (3%) of Gran-
tee's gross anmual revenue from all sources attributable to the operations
of the Grantee within the confines of the City of Farmington. In the
eveﬁt that it is determined that the FCC lacks jurisdiction to imposé a lim-
itation on franchise fees, or .that the ‘limit is raised, then the f;anchise
fee will be subject to renogotiation.

b. The franchise fee shall be payable quarterly to the Office of
the City Treasuorer. The Grantee shall file a complete and accurate
verified statement of all collected gross revenue within the City during
the period for which said monthly payment is made, and said payment shall
be made to the City not 1atér than Sixty (60) days after'the éxpirati&n of
-the month -.for which pajment is due. Other costs or penalties assessed
shall be payable £o the Office of the City Treasurer on the tenth (10th)
day of the month following the date of billing.

c. The City shall have the ;ight to inspect the Grantee's income re-
cords and the right to audit.and to recompute any amounts determined to be
payable under this ordinance; provided, however, that such audit shall take
plgce withih thirty-six (36) months fcllowing the close of each of the Gran-
tee's fiscal years. Any 'additional amount due to the City as a result of
the audit- shall be paid within thirty (30) days following written notice to
the Grantee by the City which notice shall include a copy of the audit report.

d. In the event that any franchise payment'or recomputed amount, cost
or penalty, is not made on or before the applicable dates heretofore speci-

fied, interest shall be charged daily from such date at the annual rate of
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twelve percent (12%).
e. Should payment not be made to the City as herein above required,

the City may initiate appropriate litigation_‘to colléct éaid amount, -and

in such case, OGrantee shall pay all costs of litigation including all

attorney fees.

Grantee shall activate Tiers I, II and III on or before the time

the first subscriber -installation is " made. Tiers IV and V shall. be

“activated as soon as the necessary hardware and software has been

developed, tested and is generally available from manufacturers,
which date has been promised by Metrovision equipment manufacturers
to Ee not iater than the fourth quarter of 1982.-

Nothing shall prohibit Grantee from changing or adding to the
channel lineup as available services change, providing the mnumber of
channels available on each tier of service shall not change without
the permission of the City Council.

¢. System ﬁesign

Grantee shall construct a mode&n state-of-the-art CATV system.
The subscriber network will be a dual cable 440 ‘MHZ with 112 channel

capacity. 56 channels of service shall be. activated immediaiely on

- the first cable and the remaining 56 channels will be activated as

soon as ninety percent (90%) of the channels on the first cable are

being programmed.

The sytem will be designed with three area hubs (one in each
community), with Scientific Atlanta 8008B satellite antennas at the
central head end, with the satellite signals super-trunked to the
other two hub si;es. The system will have two-way transmission

capability-and will be protected from power interruptions by

" permanently installed batfery protected power supplies. The

headend will be equipped with the ability to distribute emergency

messages.

A 43 channel 330 MHZ institutional netwerk will be installed and
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jnitially activated to serve schools, municipal buildings and other
institutions in the City.

d. Local Origination and Access Facilities

To facilitate the development of local programming, Grantee will
construct a fully equipﬁed loqal origination studio to be Aconveniently
located within the communities. Grantee will further provide a fully
equipped lécal origination mobile van to facilitate remote programming.

‘To facilitate the development of access programming, Grantee shalls
providé one (1) access studio, conveniently Ilocated within the commu-
nities. °~ Grantee will- further provide access origination equipment to
each city for its use in developing programming and ten (10)
packages of portable access equipment, commonly known as portapacks
for use in public access programming. Grantee will further provide

to the eductional dinstitutions in the area broadcast equipment

for their wuse in developing educational programming. An  access

“van will also be provided to facilitate mobility and remote programming.

e. Continuing Grant

Grantee commits to pég on a continuing semiannual basis, two per-
cent (2%) .of gross revemres to the communities to be administered
by the agency designated by the Cities of Farmington, Farmington Hills
and Novi to administeri this ordinance and the public and institutional
access programming. Géantee will make an initial startup grant of
$150,000.00~ Witﬁih thirty (30) days of acceptance of the franchise or

establishment of the administrative agency, whichever occurs last.

This startup grant is not considered a part of the two percent (2%)

semi-annual payment.

f. Reassignment of Access Channels
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Whenever any access channel remains unused for a period of one (1)
year (following completion of initial construction period) the Cities of
Farmington, Farmington Hills and Novi,' at the requeét of the Grantee or
other interested user groups, may consider'éhe reassignﬁent of a particular
access channel. Requests for any access channels or sﬁared uses of channels
also may be considered and acted upon by the Cities.

WheneQer any of the access channels, in the opinion of the Cities, has
become fully utilized, the Grantee shall have six (6) months in which to make
a new channel available for the same purpose provided; however, that the chan-
nel expansion mandated by this paragraph shall not excced the channel capacity
of the system. -

SECTION 12. USE OF STREETS

All transmission and distribution structures, lines, and eguipment
erected by the Grantee within the City shall be so located as to cause mini-

gum interference with the rights and reasonable ccnvenience of property

" owners who adjoin any of the said streets.

* In case of disturbance of any street easement cox paved area or other
property the Grantee shall, at its own cost and expense and in a manner
-approved by the City, replace and restore such street easement or paved

area or other property in as good a condition as before the work involving

such disturbance was done.

If at any time during ﬁhe period of the franchise the City shall law-
fully eleet to alter or change the grade of any street, the Grantee, upon
rgasonable notice by the City, shall remove, relay, and relocate its poles,
wires, cables, underground conduits, manholes, and other fixtures at its

own expense.

Any poles or other fixtures placed in or adjacent to any street by the
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Grantee shall be placed in such manner as to comply with all requirements
of the City. -

The Gréntee shall, at the request of any p;rson holding a moving permit
issued by the City, temporarily raise or lower its wires to permit the moving
of buildings. The expense of such temporary removal or raising or lowering of
wires shall be paid by the person requesting the same, and the Grantee shall
have the aﬁthority to require such payment in a&vance. The Grantee shall be
givén not less than forty-eight (48) hours potice to arrange for such temporary
wire changes.

" The Grantee shéll have the authorit& to trim trees upon and overhanging
streets of the City 'so as to prevent the branches of such trees from coming
in cont;ct with the wires and cables of the Grantee, except that at the option
qf the City, such trimming may be done by it or under its supervision and
direction at the expense of the Grantee.

In all sectioms of the City where the cables, wires, or other like
facilities of any public utility; is placed underground, the Grantee shall
place its cables, wires, or other like facilities undexground.

At the expiration of the term for which the franchise is granted, or
upon its termination and cancellation; as provided for herein, the City
shall have the right to require the Grantee to remove at its own expense
all =port10ns of the cable television system from all streets within- the
City.

SECTION 13- INDEMNIFICATION AND INSURANCE

a. It shall be expressly understood and agreed by and between the
City and any Grantee hereunder that the Grantee shall save the City and its
agents and employees harmless from and against all claims, damages, losses,

and eXbenses, including attorney's fees sustained by the City on account of
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any suit, judgment, execution, claim or demand whatsoever arising out of
' but not limited to copyright infringeménts and all other damages arising out
of the intallation, operation or maintenance of the cable system authorized
_hereih, whether or not any act or omission complained of is authorized,
allowed or .prohibited by this ordinance and any franchise granted hereunder.
b.- The Grantee shall maintain and by its acceptance of the fran-
chise, specifically agrees that it will malnta:l.n throughout the terms
" of -this franchise, all inclusive comprehensive general liability
insurance, naming the City, its agents, emplovees, officers, and
commissions, as an additional insured, and said <policy shall insure
the City and ' those heretofore named, together with the Grantee
in the minimum amount of:

by the Grantee in compliance with this section must be reviewed by the
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City Attorney and approved by the City and such copy of the insurance
policy, along with written evidence of payment of required premiums,
shall be filed and maintained with the office of the City Clerk during
the term of the franchise, and may be changed from time to ltime to
reflect changing liability . limits. The  Grantee shall immediately
advise City Attorney of anﬁ litigation that may develop that would

A d. Neither_the prévisions of this sectién no; anf damages recovered
by the City thereunder, shall be construed to or limit the liability of
the Grantee under any franchise issued hereunder or for damages.

e. All insurance policies maintained pursuant to this franchise shall
contain the following endorsement:

SECTION 14. LETTER OF CREDIT

a. Within thirty (30) days after ilhe award of this franchise, the
Grantee shall deposit with the City an irrevocable bank letter of credit
from a financial dinstitution in the amount of $25,000. The form and
content of such letter of credit shall be approved by the City Attorney.
The letter of credit shall be used to insure the faithful performance by
the Grantee of all provisions of this franchise; and compliance with all
orders, pégmits and directions of any agency, commission, board, department,
division or office of the City having jurisdiction over its acts or de~-

faults under this franchise, and the payment by the Grantee and any claim,

liens and taxes due the City which arise by reason of the construction,

any taxes due and unpéid; or fails to repay the City within ten (10) days
any damages, costs oOr eXpenses which the City is compelled to pay by reason
of any act or default of the Grantee in connection with this franchise; or,
.fails; after three (3) days notice of such failure by the City to comply
with any provision of this franchise which the City ::3sqnably detexmines
can be remedied by demand on the letter of Fredit, the City may immediately
request payment of the amount thereof; with interest zzd any penélties, from.
the letter of credit. Upon such request for paymgpt, the City shall notify
the Grantee of the amount and date thereof.
d. The rights reserved to the CiG& with respect to the letter of
credit are in addition to all other rights of the City, whether reserved
by this franchise or authorized by law, and no ‘action, proceeding or

exercise of a right with respect to such letter of credit shall affect

any other right the City may have.

SECTION 15. CONSTRUCTION BOND

a. Within thirty (30) days after the award of this franchise, the Gran-

tee shall obtain and maintain at its cost and expense, and file with the City
Clerk, a cox.'porate surety bond from a company approvedﬁiby the City and
authorized to- do business in _the State of Hichigan,. and found acceptable
by the City Attorney, in the amount of Five Hundred Thousand Dollars
($500,000) to guarantee the timely construction and full activation of
the CATV system, and/or the safeguarding of damage to private property
énd/or reétoration of damages incurred with utilities. -

The bond shall provide, but not be limited to, the following conditjon:
There shall be recoverable by-the City, jointly and severally from the prin-
cipal and surety, any and all damages, loss or costs suffered by the City
resulting from the failure. of the ‘Grantee to satisfactorily complete and
fully activate the CATV system throughout the franchise area pursuant to
the terms and conditions of this ordinance.

b. Any extension to the prescribed'i:ime limit must be authorized by
the Council. Such extension shall be authorized only when the Council finds
that-such extension is necessary and appropriate dile‘ to causes beyond the
contrel of the Grantee. ) .

c. The'construction bond shall be terminated only after the Council
finds that the "Grantee has satisfactorily completed initial construction

and activation of the CATV system pursuant to the terms and conditions of

this ordinance.

He

d. The rights reserved to the City witi:h respect to the comstruction
bond are -in addition to all other rights of the City, whether resexved by
this ordinance or authorized by law, and no action, proceeding or exercise
of a right with respect to such construction bond shall affect any other

rights the City may have.

SECTION 16. SERVICE STANDARDS
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The Grantee shall put, keep, and maintain all parts of the system in
good condition throughout the entire franchise period.

Upon termination of service to any subscriber, the Grantee shall

promptly remove all its facilities and equipment from the premises of such

subscriber upon his request.
Grantee shall render efficient service, make repairs promptly, and

jnterrupt service only for good cause and for the shoirtest time possible.

Such- interruptions, insofar as possible, shall be preceded by notice and

' shall occur during periods of minimum system use.

Grantee shall not allow its cable or other operations to interfere
with television reception of persons not served by Graztee, nor shall the
systeﬁ inierfere with, obstruct or hinder in any manner, the operation of
the various utilities serving the residents of the City.

SECTION 17. CONTINUITY OF SERVICE MANDATORY

a. It shall be the right of all subscribers to continue receiving

_ service insofar as their financial and other obligations to the Grantee are

honored. In the event that the Grantee elects to overbuild, rebuild, modify,
or sell the system, or the City gives notice of intent to terminate or fails
to renew this franchise, the Grantee shall act so as to insure that all sub-

scribers receive continuous, uninterrupted service regardless of the circum-

stances.

! \
In the event of a change of franchise, or in the event a new operator

acquires the system, the Grantee shall cooperate with the éity, new fran-
chisee or operator in maintaining continuity of service to all subscribers.
During such period, Grantee shall be entitled to the revenues for any period.
during which it operates the system, and shall be entitléd to reasonable

costs for its services when it no longer operates the system.
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b. In the event Grantee fails to operate the system for four (4)
consecutive days without prior approval of the City or without just cause,
the City may, at its option, operate the system oOr (.’.lesi'guate an operator
unt:"Ll. such time as Grantee restores service under conditions .acceptable to
the City or a permanent operator is seiected. If the City is required to
fulfill this obligation for the Grantee, the Grantee shall reimburse tﬁe
Clty for all reasonable costs or damages in excess of revenues from the
system recelved by the City that are the result of the Grantee's failure

to perform.

SECTION 18. COMPLAINT PROCEDURE

The City Manager or the City Manager's designee is specified by the
City as having p}imary responsibility for the continuing administration of
the franchise and implementation of complaint procedufes.

The Grantee shall maintain a central office within the franchise areas
of Farmington, Farmington Hills, and Novi, which shall be open during all
usual business hours, inpluding Saturday morniﬁgs, have a publicly listed
telephone, and be s-o operated that complaints and request.for repairs or ad-
justments may be received on, a twsenty—four :(§2h) hour basis.

Thé Grantee shall maintain a .repair and maintenance crew capable of re-
sponding to subscriber complaints or requests for service within forty-eight
(48) hours after receipt’ of the complaint or request. No charge shall be
made to the subscriber for this service unless such 'maintenance or repair is
required as a result of damage caused by subscriber. The Grantee may charge
for service calls to the subscribers home that are: not the result of cable
failure upon approval of a rate and equitable procedure by the City.

The Grantee shall establish procedures for receiving, acting upon, and

resolving subscriber complaints to the satisfaction of the City Manager's
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office. The Grantee shall furnish a notice of such procedures to each sub-
scriber at the time of initial subscription to the system.

The Compax.fy shall keep a maintenance service 1og which will indicate
the nature of each service complaint, the date and time it was received, the
: dispositionlof said complaint and the time and date thereof. This log shall
be made available for periodic inspection by representatives of the City Man-

_ager's office. All service complaint entries shall bz kept on file for a

~

peé&od of three .(3) years. . | -

When there have been simiiér complaints made or when there exists other
" evidence, which, in the judgment of the City Manager casts doubt on the reli-
ability or quality of cable se?;icé, the City Manager sﬁall'have the right
and authority to compel‘tﬁe Granﬁée to test, aﬁélyze, and report on the per-
-formance of the system: Such report shall be delivered to the City Manager
no later than fourteen (14) days after the City Manager formally notifies the
Grangee and shall inclqﬁe the following information: -the nature of the com-
plaints which precipated the special tests; what system component was tested,
the equipment used, and procedures.employed in.said testing; the results.of
such tests; and the method in whiéh said complaints were resolved.

The Cif? Manager may require that tests and analyses shall be supervised
by a professional engineer not on the permanent staff 6f the Grantee. The
aforesaid engineer should sign all records of the special tests and forward
to tﬂe City Manager such records with a report interpreting the results of
the tests and recommending actions to be taken by the City.

The City's right under this section, shall be limited to requiring tests,
analyses, and reports covering specific subjecté and characteristics based

on said complaints or other evidence when and under such circumstances as the

City has reasonable grounds to believe that the complaints or other evidence
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requires that tests be performed to protect the public against substandard

cable service.

SECTION 19. AVAILABILITY OF BOOKS AND RECORDS

Grantee shall fﬁlly coope;ate in making available at reasonable times,
and the City Manager oxr his designee shall have the right to inspect the
books, records, maps, plans and other like metegiéls of the Grantee applicable
to the CATV system, at any time during normai fusiness hours; provided where
vgiume and‘convenience necessitate,.Grantee may require inspection to take

place on Grantee premises.

SECTION 20. OTHER PETITIONS AND APPLICATIONS

Copies of all petitiogs, applications, communications and reports sub-
mitted by the Grantee to the Federal Communications Commission, Securities
and Exchange Commission, or any other federal or state regulatory commission
ér agency having jurisdiction in respect to any matters affecting cable tele-
vision operations authorized pursuant to the franphise, shall be provided
simultaneously to the City.

SECTION 21. FISCAL REPORTS }

The Grantee shall ffle annually with the Office of the City Clerk, no
later than one hundred twenty (120) days after the end of the Grantee's fiscal
year, a copy of a certified financial repcrt applicable to the CATV system

serving Farmington, Farmington Hills, and Novi, including an income statement

'applicable to its operations during the preceding twelve (12) month period, a

balance sheet, and a statement of its properties devoted to CATV system opera-
tions, by'categories,‘giving its investment in such properties on the basis
of original cost, less applicable depreciation. "These reports shall be pre-
pared in accordance with generally accepted accounﬁing principles and shall

be certified by an independent Certified Public Accountant and there shall be
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submitted along with them such other reasonable information as the Council
shall request.

SECTION 22. FORFEITURE AND TERMINATION

a. .In addition to all other rights and powers retained by the City un-
der this franchise or otherwise, the City reserves the right to forfeit and
terminate the franchise and all rights and privileges of the Grantee hereunder
in the event of a substantial breach of its terms and conditions. A substan-
tial breach by Grantee shall include, but shall not be limited to the following:

(1) Violation of any material provisien of the franchise or any

) material rule, order, regulation or determination of the City
made pursuant to the franchise;

(2) Attempt to dispose of any of the Facilities or property of

its CATV system to prevent the City from purchasing it, as
provided for herein;

(3) Attempt to evade any material provision of the franchise or

practices any fraud or deceit upon the City or its subscribers

or customers;

(4) Failure to begin or complete systca construction or system
extension as provided under the franchise;

(5) TFailure to provide the types of services promised herein;
(6) Failure to restore service after ninety-six (96) consecutive
* . hours of interrupted service, except when approval of such

* jnterruption i§ obtained fxom the City; or

(7) Material misrepresentation of fact in the application for
or negotiation of the franchise.

b. The foregoing shall not constitute a major breach if the violation
occurs but it is without fault of the Grantee ox occurs as result of
circumstances beyond its control. Grantee shall not be excused by mere
ec;nomic Eardship nor by misfeasance or malfeasance of its shareholders,
directors, officers, or employees.

c. The City may make a written demand that the Grantee comply with any

such provision, rule, order, or determination under or pursuant to this fran-

chise. If the violation by the Grantee continues for a periecd of thirty (30)
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days following such written demand without written proof that the corrective
action has been taken or is being actively and expeditiously pursued, the
City may place the issue of termination of the franéhise before the City
Council. The City shall cause to be served upon Grantee, at least twenty
(20) days prior to the date of such a Council meeting, a written notice of
intent to request such termination and the time and place of the meeting.
Public nofice shall be given of the meeting aﬁd issue which the Council is
to”consider. -

d. The City Council shall hear and consider the issve and shall hear
any person - interested therein, and shall determine in its discretion,
whether or not any violation by the Grantee has occurred.

e. If the City Council shall determine the violation by the Grantee
was fhe fault of Grantee and within its control, the Ccuncil may, by resolu-
tion, déclare that the franchise of the Grantee shall be  forfeited and
terminated unless there is compliance within such pericd as the City Council |
may fix, such period not to be less than sixty (60) days, provided no oppor-
tunity for compliance need be granted for frand or misrepresentation.

f. The issune of fo;féiture and termination sk21]1 automatically be
placed upon the Council agenda at the expiration of the time set by it for
compliance. The Council then may terminate the franchise forthwith upon
finding that Grantee .has failed.to achieve compliance or may further, extend
the period, in its discretion.

SECTION 23? PENALTIES

For the violation of any of the following provisicns of this franchise,
penalties shall be chargeable to the letter of credit as follows:

d. TForty-five (45) days following adoption of a resolution of the
Council determining a failure of Grantee to comply with operational or main-
tenance standards,_ Grantee shall pay to City .Two Bundrad Dollars ($200.00)
per day for each day, or part thereof, that such noncompliance continues.

e. TFor failure to i)rovide in a continuing manner the types of services
proposed in the accepted application, Grantee shall pay;Two Hundred Dollars
 (6200.00) per day for each day, or part thereof, that each ;Joncompliance con-~
tinues. -

SECTION 24. RIGHTS OF INDIVIDTUALS

a. Grantee shall npot deny service, deny access, Or otherwise dis-
criminate against subscribers, channel users, or general citizens on the
basis of -race, color, religion, national origin, or sex. Grantee shall
comply at all times with all other applicable federal, state and local
laws and regulations, and all executive and administrative orders relating

to nondiscrimination which are hereby incorporated and made part of this

ordinance by reference.
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b. Grantee shall strictly adhere to the equal employment opportunity
- requirements of federal, state and local regulations, and as amended from

time to time. _ ' ‘ -

c. No signals shall be transmitted from a subscriber terminal for
purposes of monitoring individual viewing patterns ox practices without the
express written permission of the subscrlber. The request for such per-
mission shall be contained in a separate document with a prominent statement
th;t the subscrlber is authorizing the perm1551on in full knowledge of its
provision. _The anthorization shall be revocable at cny time by the sub-
scriber without penalty of any kind whatsocever. Zuch authorization is
-required for each type or classification of two-way cable communications
;ctivity plannéd, provided, however, that the Grantee shall be entitled
to conduct systemwide or individually addressed "sweeps" for the purpose
of verifying sysﬁem integrity, controlling return-path transmision, or

‘ billing:for pay services.

d. The Grantee, or any'&f its agents or employees, shall not, without
the specific written authorization of _the subscriber involved, sell, orx
otherwise make_?vailable to .any party;

(1) 1lists of the names and addresses of such subscribers, or

(2) any list which identifies the individual viewing habits of
subscribers.

SECTION 25. PURCHASE OF CATV SYSTEM BY CITY [

a. Rights to Purchase

In the event the Grantee forfeits or City terminates this franchise
pursuant to provisions of this ordinance, or at the normal expiration of the
franchise term, city shall have the right, directly or as an intermediary,

to purchase the CATV system.
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b. Franchise Valuation

The value of the franchise shall be the aggregate of the replacement
value of taﬁgible asseté and the going'conern value of the franchised CATV
é&stem. _"Reﬁlacement value is defined as the cost of building ; new and
equally sized system using the latest technology and current costs less an
tallowance for the age and condition of the present system. The "going con-
cern va}ué" shall mean the benefits that attach to the business as -a result
of its location in the City, Grantee's repﬁtation among franchise subscribers
or potential subscribers for dependability and quality of service, and any
other circnmstances resulting in probable retention "of old subscribers or
acquisition of new subscribers; except no value shall be assigned to either
the franchise itself or any right, privilege or expectancy arising to Grantee
out of the right to transact business under the franchise, and particularly
no value shall be allowed for any increase‘in value arising out of any expec-
tation of CATV'system revenues beyond the forfeiture and termination date or
expiration date, whichever is sooner.

c. .Date of Valuation

The dafg of valuation shall be no earlier than the day following the
date of expiration or termination and no later than the’ date City makes a
fair and reasohable offer for the system or the date of transfer of owner-
ship, whichever occurs first.

d. Transfer to City -

Upon exercise of this option and the payment of the above sum by the
City and its service of official notice of such action upon Grantee, the
Grantee shall immediately transfer to the City possession and title to all
facilities and property, real and personal, of the. CATV system, free from

any and all liens and encumbrances not agreed to be assumed by the City in
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lieu of some portion of the purchase price set forth above; and the Grantee

shall execute such warranty deeds or other instruments of conveyance to

 'City as shall be necessary for this purpoée. ' ) _

e. Arbitration of Value and Costs

In the event City and Grantee cannot agree upon the value of CATV

system, either may give notice of a demand to the other for arbitration.

Arbitration shall commence and proceed according to law except as

— —

- The parties shall, within fifteen (15) days, appoint one arbitrater

each who is experienced and knowledgeable in the valuation of
cable television property. Arbitrators shall each agree upon the
selection of a third arbitrator, similarly qualified, within fif-
teen (15) days.

Within thirty (30) days after appointment of all arbitrators and
upon ten (10) days written notice to parties, the board of arbi-
trators shall commence a hearing on the issue of valuation.

The hearing shall be recorded and transcribed at the request of
either party. All hearing procedures, debate and deliberations

. shall be open to the public and at such times and places as con-

tained in the notice or as thereafter publicly stated in the order

to adjourn, except as otherwise authorized by the City Attorney.

At the close of the hearings and within thirty (30) days, the board
shall prepare findings and the decision agreed upon by a majority
of the board which _shall be filed with the City and served by mail
upon the Grantee. Unless the parties extend by mutual agreement
the time which the board has to make a decision, the proceedings
shall become null and void and shall be started anew.

The decision of the board shall be final and binding upon the
parties.

SECTION 26. PERFORMANCE EVALUATION SESSIONS

. a. The City and thé Grantee shall hold scheduled performance evaluation

sessions within thirty (30) daﬁs'of the third, sixth, ninth, and twelfth
anniversary dates of thé Grantee's award of the franchise and as may be
required by federal and state law. All such evaluation sessions shall ﬂé
open to the bublic. . .

b. Special evaluation sessions may be held at any time during the term
of the -franchise at the request of the City or the Grantee.

¢. All evaluation sessions shall be open to the public and announced in
a newspaper of general cirgulation in accordance with legal'notiéé. Qranteé
shall notify its subscribers of all evaluation sessions by announcément on at’
least two (2) channels of its system between the hours of 7:00 f.m. and 9:00
p.m. for five {(5) conSecutiée déys preceeding each session. -

d. Topics which may be discussed at any scheduled or special evaluation

session may include, but not be limited to, service rate structures; fran-

’

chise fee; penalties, free or discounted services; application of new
technologies; system performance; services provided; programming offered;
customer é;mplaints, privacy; amendments to this ordinance; judicial and FCC
rulings; line extension policies; and Grantee or City rules.

e. Members of the general public may add topics either by working

through the negotiating parties or by presenting a petition. If such a
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petition bears the valid signatures of .fifty (50) or more residents of the
City, the proposed topic or topics shall be added to the list of topics to
be discussed at the evaluation session. - T

SECTION 27. XNEW DEVELOPMENTS

The Grantee shall upgrade its facilities, equipment, and service.séchat
its system is as advanced as the current state of technology will allow. The
Grantee shéll install additional channel capacit& as required to keep channel
cap;tity in excess of the reasonable demand thereof by users. At all times
the cable system shall be no less advanced than any other sysfem of comparable
size, excepting only systems which are experimental, pilot, or demonstration.
The City may order the Grantee to comply with this section in case of specific

violation, which it may investigate upon complaint or on its own motion.

SECTION 28. AREAWIDE INTERCONNECTION OF CATV SYTEMS

a. Interconnection Required .

The Grantee shall interconnect access channels cf the cable system with
any oOr all other CATV systems in gdjacent aréas, only upén the directive of
the City. Intercomnnection of systems may be done by direct cable comnectionm,
microwave link, satellite, or other approp%@ate method;:

b. Interconnection Procedure

Upon receiving the directive of the City to interconnect, the Grantee

"shall immediately initiate negotiations with the other affected system or

systems 'in order that all costs may be shared equally among cable companies
for both censtruction and operation of the interconnection link.

c. Relief

The Grantee may be granted reasonable extensions of time to intercon-
nect or the City may £escind its order to interconnect upon petition by the

franchisee to the City. The City shall grant said request if it finds that
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the Grantee has negotiated in good faith and has failed to obtain an
approval from the system or systems of the proposed interconnection, or that
the cost of the intel:connection would cause an unreasor:xable or unacceptable
-increase in subscriber rates.

d. Cooperation Required.

The Grantee shall cooperate with any interconnection corporation, re-
gio::;al intérconnection authority or city, cox‘mtsr, state and federal régula-.
tory“agenkcy which may be hereafter é_stablished for the p-urpose of r;egulating';-
fin’anciﬁg, or ‘otherwif..se providing for the interconnection of cable systems
beyond the boundaz;ies of the City.

SECTION 29. ACCEPTANCE AND EFFECTIVE DATE OF FRANCHISE

2. No franchise granted pursuant to the provisions of this ordinance
shall become effective unless and until this ordinance has become effective -
and, in addition, unless and until all things required iﬁ this section are
done and completed, all of sucl? things being hereby declared to be conditions
precedent to the efft;ctiv-eness of any such franchise granted hereunder. In
the event any <;f such things_ are. not done and completed in the time and
manner required, -‘i::he Council may declare the franchise null and void. |

b. Within thirty (30) days after the effective date of this ordinance
awarding a franchise or within such extended period of time as the City
Council ‘i'_n its discretion may authorize, the Grantee shall file with the
City Cle.r,k jts written acceptance, in form satisfactory to the City Attorney,
of the framchise, together with the insurance policies, bond, and Letter of
Credit required by Sections 13; 14 arlld 15, respectively, and its agreement
to be bound by and to comply with and to do all ‘things required of him by

the provisions of this ordinance. Such acceptance and agreement shall be

acknowledged by the Grantee before a. notary public and shall in form and
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content be satisfactory. to and approved by the City Attorney.
SECTION 30. VIOLATIONS

a. TFrom and after the effective date of this ordinance, it shall be

unlawful for any person to establish, operate or to carry on the business of

operating a cable television system unless a franchise therefor has first
been obtained pursuant to the provisions of this ordinance, and unless such
franchise is in full force and effect.

~b.. From and after the effective date of this ordinance, it shall be

unlawful for any person to construct, install or maintain within any public

street in the City, ox within any other public propexty of the City, or within

any privately-owned area within the City which has not yet become a public
street but is designated or delineated as a proposed public street on any
tentative subdivision map approved by the City, any equipment or facilities
for the purpose of operating é cable television system unless a franchise
autl_mrizing such use, of sucﬁ street or property or area has first been ob-
tained pursuant to the provisions of this ;:rdinance, ‘and unless such fran-
chise is in full force and effect. - .

c. It shall be unlawful for afly person, firm or corporation to make
any authorized connection, whether physically, electrically, acoustically,
inductively or otherwise, with any part of a franchised CATV system within
this City for the purpose of enabling hims',elf' or others to receive any cable
televisi:ox.l service, without payment to the owper of said system, or to
make any unauthorized connection for any purpose.

d. It shall be unlawful for any person, without the consent of the
owner,‘ to willfully tamper with, remove or injure any cables, wires or equip-
ment used for distribution of cable television services.

e. Neither the Grantee hereunder nor any shareholder of the Grantee
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shall engage in the business of selling, repairing or installing television
receivers, radio receivers, or accessories for such receivers within the
City of Farmington during .thé term of this franchise, and the Grantee
shall not allow an& of its sharehoiders to so engage in any such business.

f. It shall be unlawful for any person to make or grant any undue
preference or advantage to any. other person or subject ény person to any.
undue prejl.ld.ice or disadvantage, as to rates,- charges, service, serxvice
facilities, rules, regulations, or any other respect; prc;vi_ded, however,«
connection charges may be waived or modified during promotional cam-
paigns of Grantee.

'g. Any personr who is found to have committed an unlawful act as
described herein, or who otherwise violates any of the provisions of
this ordinance, shall be punished by 2 fine of not more than $500 for
each day said unlawful act or violation- continues.

SECTION 31. GRANTEE'S APPLICATION INCORPORATED

By it-s acceptance of the franchise, Grant_ee specifically grants and
agrees that its application is thereby in‘corporated by reference and made
a part of this ordinance. In the event of a conflict between proposed
services listed in said application and the provisions of this ordinaﬁce,
that provision which provides the greatest benefit to the City, in the
opinion olf the City Council, shall prevail. Failure to provide services
as promis;ad in Grantee's application as incorporated herein shall be deemed

SECTION 32. JOINT ADMINISTRATION OF FRANCHISE

Nothing contained in this Ordinance shall be construed to pre-

clude or restrict the municipalities of Farmington, Farmington Hills,
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and Novi, which have joined to cooperatively process applications for

a cable TV system for the three cities, and selected a single operator

for all three cities, to establish, temporarily or otherﬁise, a joint -
system to administer this cable franchise for all three cities and/or

to establish one or more joint authorities, commissions, councils or

other similar body(s)} to act on any matter, on beﬁalf of the three
municipalities, that any indi;idual city, under £his Ordinance, is

impowered to act upon. The three above municifalities shall also -
‘have the right to delegate to any sucﬁ joint body established by the

three cities, their rights to negotiate an appropriate system of

local access, both public and institutional, including matters re-

lated to stﬁdios, equipment, staff assistance, and such other facilities
and accessories included in the proposal of the Grantee. Such system

shall be established within the budgeted cost of the Grantee's original
..proposal unless otherwise ﬁgreed upon by the parties.

SECTION 33. SEVERABILITY .

If any section, sentence, _clause or phrase of the ordinance is held
unconstitutional or otherwise invalid, such infirmity shall not affect the
validity of the ordinance, and any portions in conflict are hereby repealed.
Provided, however, th;t in the event that the state or federal government
"laws or regulations renders any section invalid,. ther such section or

sections shall be renegotiated-by the City and the Grantee.

SECTION 34. GRANTEE WITHOUT RECOURSE

for any loss, cost, or expense, Or damage arising out of any of the
provisions or requirements of this franchise or ©because of the

enforcement thereof by the City, nor for the failure of the City
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to have the authority to grant all or any part of this franchise.
